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* Contract with E4 Partners for $55,000 to design, implement and evaluate a Green Copier Pilot Project to reduce resource use in photocopiers. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland supports waste prevention in the commercial sector.

2. Paper waste makes up over 20% of commercial solid waste and is the largest component of the commercial waste stream. 

3. The Office of Sustainable Development Solid Waste and Recycling Division partners with Metro, the Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) and other local jurisdictions to develop programs that advance recycling, waste prevention and buying recycled-content products. 

4. Metro, DEQ, other local jurisdictions and the City’s Solid Waste and Recycling Division have determined that working with copier manufacturers and office equipment distributors to develop a customer marketing and education program for copiers will result in waste reduction benefits for their customers.

5. The Green Copier Pilot Project will work closely with local private-sector partners—both copier-service providers and end users—to develop and deliver tools and strategies that bring benefits to all project participants.

6. In Resolution 36059, passed on March 13, 2002, Council accepted the Office of Sustainable Development report, “Beyond 60 Percent: Program Strategies for Achieving the 2005 Solid Waste Recycling Goal,” that outlined the Solid Waste and Recycling Division’s plan to increase the recycling rate, prevent waste and incorporate sustainability into programs.

7. The Office of Sustainable Development, Solid Waste and Recycling Division has received Metro funds to implement a Green Copier Pilot project. The City is not required to commit any additional funds not already in its budget for the project.

8. Through a competitive RFP process E4 Partners has been selected to conduct research, interview businesses, and design, implement and evaluate the project.

9. An Advisory Committee has been formed to provide overall guidance to the project and contractor.  The Advisory Committee is made up of individuals from the City’s Solid Waste and Recycling staff, Metro, DEQ, the City of Beaverton, an individual from the copier industry and two national waste-prevention experts.  

10. E4 Partners will communicate and hold meetings regularly with the Solid Waste and Recycling staff and Advisory committee throughout the course of the pilot project.  

11. E4 Partners will submit reports to the Solid Waste and Recycling staff and Advisory Committee as set forth in the contract schedule.

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Affairs is authorized to execute a contract with E4 Partners in accordance with the contract attached as Exhibit A.

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Solid Waste Management Fund Budget in the amount of up to $55,000, Account 521000, Center Code 15520150.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because there is a need to begin the work immediately.  Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
