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1 Summary – City Procurements FY 2002-03 

In February 1997 the City of Portland City Council adopted The Fair Contracting and Employment Strategy. The stated Vision of the Strategy is:

To achieve greater economic and social equity in our community, the City of Portland seeks race and gender parity in the amount it spends to procure goods and services by awarding contracts to a diverse and competitive group of local contractors while providing significant employment opportunities to minorities and women.

As a result of the Strategy, the mission of the Bureau of Purchases is to:

…create a procurement system that is fair, efficient, effective and accountable to all citizens while embracing the values and achieving the vision, goals, strategic outcomes, and objectives of the Fair contracting and Employment Strategy.

To move toward this vision and mission, the Bureau of Purchases has been working in coordination with City Bureaus to track, collect and monitor the data relating to both employment and contracting in the construction field. The 2002-03 Annual Report describes the implementation of the Strategy and its impact on construction related employment and contracting. 

2002-03 Key Findings
Observations

Fiscal Year 2002-2003 reflected the slow recovery of the economy. The amount of both PTE and construction contracting activity in the last two years is much lower than in the past. Both PTE and construction projects experienced:

· Larger firms competing for and being awarded contracts for smaller projects; and

· Prohibitive insurance and/or bonding costs since 9-11.

A graphic presentation of the reduced construction contracting is shown in Figure 4.1.

 (Please note that the Westside Combined Sewer Overflow project undertaken by the Bureau of Environmental Services is excluded from these numbers. It was previously reported in FY 01-02. Because of the size and unique nature of the project, it is discussed separately in Chapter 6.)

Specifically in construction, the City experienced a reduction in the number of firms in the Sheltered Market Program due to graduation. Although graduation is a goal of the Program, this action, combined with the poor economy and fewer City contracts, meant fewer opportunities for the SMP graduates to gain experience and grow their capacity. The City also recognized more ESB firm activity, resulting in decreased opportunities for minority and women contractors.

Highlights

 Local business utilization was high in both PTE and construction contracting:

· 80% of the PTE contracts and 79% of the PTE contract awards were awarded to firms located within the State or the Portland metro area (Fig. 3.8);

· 98% of the construction contracts and 97% of the construction contract awards were awarded to firms located within the State or the Portland metro area (Fig. 4.13);

Even with the slow economy and limited contracting opportunities during FY 2002-03, a number of areas in construction contracting should be highlighted: 

· 27% of the subcontract dollars and 31% of the number of subcontracts were awarded to minority and women owned firms for contracts under $500,000 where minority and women contracting availability exists. (Figure 4.9)

· For all informal construction contracts, 64% of the contract dollars and 55% of the number of contracts were awarded to M/W/ESB certified firms. (Figure 4.11)

· Minority firms bidding on formal construction contracts had a slightly higher success rate than their Caucasian counterparts. (Figure 4.7)

Although the total number of hours worked on City construction projects was 41% less than the previous years (see Figure 5.1),

· The percentage of hours reported for minorities (13.37%) and Caucasian women workers (5.36%) was higher than FY 2001-02; and

· The percentage of minority and female apprentices was 6.35%. This is up from 4.6% in FY 2001-02. 

In addition to these “successes”, the City was able to participate in many outreach events throughout the community. One significant effort was the sponsorship of the 2003 Oregon Building Congress (OBC) Summer Construction Academy. The four-week Academy, designed for 7th, 8th, 9th and 10th grade students, encourages female and minority students to learn more about the construction trades.  In addition to receiving instruction on construction technology, students visited construction events and centers such as the Street of Dreams, and the Sheet Metal Training Centers. 

Recommendations for Continued Improvement

The City of Portland needs to continue its successful efforts in the support of increased contracting with minority and women-owned firms. While recognizing the highlights noted above, however, a number of other issues need to be addressed when reviewing the data.

· PTE prime contracts for FY 2002-03 continue patterns similar to those previously reported. 

The changes in the PTE contracting process were not effective until July 1, 2003. As expected, patterns of low M/W/ESB utilization and high sole source contracting are reflected in the FY 02-03 statistics. Changes in the rules are summarized in Chapter 3 of this report.

With the exception of the Bureau of Environmental Services (BES), no information on PTE subcontracting was available during FY 2002-03. Subcontracting Information, available from BES, reflects a strong effort to subcontract with M/W/ESB firms.

PTE subcontracting is being tracked and recorded City wide for contracts over $100,000 awarded in FY 2003-04.  

· Few MBE firms receive prime construction contracts.

In reviewing the data, staff found that although the City was successful in maintaining almost 57% of the formal construction contracts at  $200,000 and under,

· No African American prime contractors submitted bids on any project during FY 2002-03, thus making it impossible to award a contract; and

· Although WBE and ESB firms were successful in receiving contracts through the Sheltered Market Program (SMP), no MBE certified firm received a SMP contract during FY 2002-03.

· Although receiving a significant number of subcontracts, minority and women-owned subcontracting firms had to submit more bids than their Caucasian male counterparts to obtain that level of success. (Figure 4.8)

In addition to the numerical data, anecdotal data and feedback received from the firms indicates a continued frustration with the City’s contracting process. Specific items called out in discussions with community members indicate concern over:

· Increased requirements for primes to have more management experience because of reduced city staff to manage projects;

· Increased use of specialized prequalifications on smaller contracts;

· Unworkable project or turn-around schedules coupled with poorly written specifications; 

· Projects with unnecessary or unduly restrictive requirements (e.g. Liquidated damages as large or larger than the entire project); and

· Projects with specifications that require large changes or addendum and/or have an unclear scope of work.

To address these issues, staff is recommending those steps and proposed changes listed in Figure 1.1. It is recommended that Council as part of the FY 04-05 budget process review the items that require funding.  Those items have been marked with a $ symbol. A more detailed discussion of each proposed change and the budget needed to implement the recommendations are found in Chapter 7.

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2 Introduction
Bureau Responsibilities and Accomplishments

To determine if and how discrimination has occurred in local public procurement processes, Portland Mayor Vera Katz proposed, and the Portland City Council approved, the execution of an Oregon Regional Consortium Disparity Study in February 1995.  The Study documented, through both statistical analyses and anecdotal information, that contracting and employment opportunities have not been fairly distributed to a broad spectrum of qualified minority, women-owned, and emerging small businesses (M/W/ESB).  The Study also identified inefficiencies in the City’s procurement system that limited the ability of all contractors, regardless of race or gender, to successfully bid and perform work for the City.  The Fair Contracting and Employment Strategy, adopted by the City Council in February 1997, was crafted in response to the Study’s findings and recommendations for the City of Portland.

As a result of the Study and the Strategy, the Bureau of Purchases has significantly expanded its mission and goals. Now, five years later, the Bureau of Purchases has as it major mission and vision both a fair, efficient, effective and accountable procurement system and a system that maximizes contracting opportunities for minority-owned, woman- owned and local small businesses.

The time and effort required to change the culture of an organization as large and diverse as the City of Portland is significant. Although the FY 2002-03 numbers included in this report reflect that much work is yet to be accomplished, many improvements have been made. Most recently, a total rewrite of the code and administrative rules for contracting with professional services has been completed. Figure 2.1 highlights other major activities during this time frame.

Advisory Committees and Partners
With the adoption of the Fair Contracting and Employment Strategy, the City Council designated the Bureau of Purchases as the City’s lead agency in both contracting and facilitating implementation of the Strategy. At the same time, both internal and external advisory committees were formed. The Contract Coordinating Committee (C3), made of up staff from the major Bureaus, provides an internal review of contracting issues. The Mayor’s Fair Contracting and Employment Forum is made up of individual contractor’s, vendors and representatives from a variety of community organizations. The Forum provides input and review from an outside perspective.

In support of the program areas, Purchases staff participates in the BAG (Business Advocates Group). The BAG represent a number of local and regional agencies who work together to pool resources and talent for the purpose of increasing utilization minority and women-owned firm participation in government contracting. The BAG is responsible for outreach and networking events throughout the region.

In addition to the BAG, City staff chair and participate in the Regional Consortium for Historically Underutilized Businesses (RCHUB). The RCHUB is made up of local, regional and state government staff people who deal with policy issues related to contracting and employment for minorities and women. As recommended in the Disparity Study, the RCHUB provides a vehicle for the sharing of information about program development and impact. Currently, the RCHUB meets quarterly.

Although participation in the BAG and RCHUB is voluntary, staff finds the groups useful in sharing information and resources. Regular participants include, but are not limited to the following agencies and organizations:

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3 Professional, Technical and Expert (PTE) Service Contracting

Definition: …[a]ny individual or group, excluding regular City employees, who, for a fee, provide services or give professional advice regarding matters in the field of their special knowledge or training, to include but not limited to: planners, architects, engineers, lawyers, accountants, doctors, dentists, ministers; and counselors in investments, insurance, advertising, graphics, training, public relations, communications, data processing and management systems. (City Code §5.68.010.)

Council Directive

The City Council has expressed a strong desire and a commitment to increase the opportunity for M/W/ESB firms to receive PTE contracts. The City values diversity in its workforce and in the workforce of those who contract with the City.  The City also encourages, supports and nurtures diversity, and encourages any firm contracting with the City to do the same, maximizing M/W/ESB business participation with regard to all City contracts. 

In January 2003, Council authorized some additional staff and changes to the PTE code and rules in order to further solidify their commitment to these goals. The changes became effective July 1, 2003.  With diversity, accessibility, consistency and reliability as goals, the PTE Strategy included a central “one-stop” information site providing contracting opportunities, better statistical disparity information, collection of applicable data, and a consistent City-wide PTE process. As noted, these changes did not become effective until July 1, 2003; therefore, the numbers for FY 2002-03 will not include information for subcontracting or the impact of increased outreach efforts. (See “Next Steps” below for more detail on rule changes.)

Data Results - July 1, 2002 – June 30, 2003

The PTE worksheets submitted to the Auditor’s Office for contract numbers and to the Bureau of Purchases for Purchase Order numbers were collected and tabulated for the fiscal year. The data reflects prime contracting only. 

With the exception of the Bureau of Environmental Services (BES), no information on PTE subcontracting was available during FY 2002-03. Subcontracting Information, available from BES, reflects a strong effort to subcontract with M/W/ESB firms.

PTE subcontracting is being tracked and recorded City wide for contracts over $100,000 awarded in FY 2003-04.  

The summary findings for the PTE prime contracts are summarized below.

· During the fiscal year 2002-03, the City reported 359 PTE contracts for just over $29 million dollars. This represents a spending pattern approximately a third less than the average of $42 million recorded for both FY 2000 – 01 and FY 2001 -02.

· Most of the contracts (87%) were under $100,000. This represented 32% of the total dollars awarded. This is similar to the number and dollar amount of smaller contracts previously reported.

· A large percentage of the contracts were sole-sourced (39% overall and 56% of the informal - under $20,835 - contracts). Overall, these numbers show some slight improvement in the number of contracts being awarded without competition from previous years. However, the dollars awarded without competition for all contracts as well as informal contracts, increased.

· Few prime contracts were awarded to certified M/W/ESB firms. 10% of the dollars went to MBE and WBE certified firms. This represents a slight increase in both the number and dollars being awarded to certified firms as compared to the previous two years.

Subcontracting Information, available from BES, reflects a strong effort to subcontract with M/W/ESB firms. · Contractors get repeat business. One third of the contracts went to “repeat” customers or firms who had been awarded at least one other contract during the same review period. This amount for FY 2002-03 is compared to one-half of all contracts in FY 2000-02 going to the repeat firms. The decline may be due to the longer review period of FY 2000-02. 

During FY 2002-03, the “repeat” contractors received an average of 2.44 contracts during the twelve-month period. (FY 2000-02 = 2.96) 

These contracts did not include large dollar amounts of sole source contracts. No analysis was done on the reasons behind the “repeat” customers.

It is important to note that each Bureau is different and generally contracts for very different types of PTE services. For that reason, it is hard to generalize patterns or issues beyond those listed here. Also, no subcontracting information is available citywide. None of the utilization numbers for FY 2002-03 included in this report reflect subcontracting data. It is expected that subcontractor utilization numbers will be available for the FY 2003-04 report period.

Appendix A provides the listing of all PTE contracts for FY 2002-03. Additional detailed information is available upon request.

Next Steps During FY 2003 - 04

Implementation of 2003 Rules

The key work item during fiscal year 2003-04 will be the implementation of the new July 1, 2003 PTE rules. 

In summary, as of July 1, 2003 the Council directed: 

1. All formal PTE contracts to be advertised on the Purchases website. 

2. Increased amount of coordinated outreach and marketing to M/W/ESB firms to alert them of contracting opportunities and how to do business with the City. 

3. Collection of PTE contract award data centrally with regular reports to Council. 

4. Collection of PTE subcontracting data and actual payment information centrally with regular reports to Council. 

5. A consistent citywide process for PTE contracting through enforcement of the Citywide PTE manual.

6. All RFP, QBS and RFQ documents for contracts estimated to be $100,000 or more are required to be approved by the Purchasing Agent and City Attorney prior to release and advertisement.

7. Movement of PTE signature authority from Bureau Director and Council to Purchasing Agent for all contracts under $100,000.

8. Implementation of an ordinance that sets goals for utilization of certified ESB firms for all PTE contracts. 

9. Inclusion in all formal contracts the PTE evaluation criteria for “Diversity in Employment and Contracting” with a weighting of no less than 15% of the total evaluation criteria. Staff training to ensure consistent application of criteria among Bureaus.

While all of these directives are being implemented, two specific efforts are being designed to increase the amount of coordinated outreach and marketing.

Outreach Plan for PTE Contractors

During FY 2003-04, the Bureau of Purchases will lead a citywide effort to assist small and local PTE firms become more successful with their efforts to contract with the City. The Bureau of Purchases will coordinate quarterly half-day outreach events to PTE firms in a workshop and networking format, including presentations by user bureaus and project managers. 

Current plans are to schedule four sessions during the year. The events will target the following types of PTE services:

The City outreach events will be coordinated with other annual activities and similar events scheduled within the region. Annual events include, but are not limited to, the Governor’s Marketplace, the OAME Trade Show, the Minority Business Opportunity Council (MBOC) training and/or tradeshow, BAG events, etc.
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4 Construction Contracting

History

Contracting opportunities from City construction contracts, although significant, have been declining. The dollar amount for both the formal and informal construction contracts being bid in FY 2002-2003 was at the lowest it has been since records were consistently kept.

Bidding Patterns and Contractor Availability

"In order to be counted as available, a firm must have had the ability to have worked on an agency's contracts and been willing to do so... The first aspect has to do with a firm's interest in doing business with an entity, as implied by the term 'ready and willing'. The second aspect is a firm's qualifications or capabilities in providing services or goods as implied by the term 'able’."

Since the Bureau of Purchases began keeping records in 1996, both successful and unsuccessful prime contractor bid information has been collected for all construction contracts. In addition, sub contracting bids - both successful and unsuccessful - to the successful prime have been collected. Successful sub contract bids submitted to the unsuccessful primes have also been captured. This data provides important insight into firm availability. 

Figure 4.2 reflects bidding activity on formal construction projects in FY 2002-03.  Using bidding activity as the sole criteria for availability and with the exception of African American firms, current prime bidding activity is similar to that documented in the previous Disparity Study. The major exceptions to this are (1) no bidding activity by African American firms and (2) the somewhat lower availability for Caucasian female prime contractors bidding on formal construction projects.  As noted both in the Disparity Study and in the annual data, most of the capacity and bidding for minority and women-owned firms occurs for contracts of $500,000 and under.

As noted in the narrative above, sub contracting bids - both successful and unsuccessful - to the successful prime have been collected. Successful sub contract bids submitted to the unsuccessful primes have also been captured. This has provided a total of 1206 bids submitted by sub contractors to both successful and unsuccessful prime contractors. Again, as with the prime bidding activity, it is possible to calculate sub contractor availability using bidding activity as the sole criterion.  

Figure 4.3 shows the utilization of sub contractors for all formal construction contracts. Using the FY 2002-2003 data, availability of all contracting groups appears similar to the amounts previously documented in the Disparity Study. The largest change is an increase in availability as measured by bidding activity for Caucasian females.

At first glance, the information appears to indicate low utilization of minorities and women as prime contractors. However, when looking at bidding patterns, the complete answer becomes more complex. For example, Figure 4.7 shows that only 19 different non-Caucasian male firms submitted 30 bids - both successful and unsuccessful. The average number of bids submitted by each firm was somewhat lower  for minority firms. As firms learn from repetitive bidding, this may, in part, explain why the certified firms that submit fewer bids, have less success.

From Figure 4.7 above, the lack of bid submittals by African American firms is obvious. Because almost all formal public contracts are required by State law to use a competitive process, it is impossible for African American firms to be awarded prime contracts if they do not summit bids.

During the year, staff has attempted to confirm why African American firms have not bid. The information returned from firms has been varied. In most cases, the African American firms provide a service more typical of a subcontractor. In other cases, the firms indicate that they are “busy” and not able to bid. Still other conversations the contractors indicate special prequalification or bonding requirements have acted as a barrier to bidding. 

Other ethnic groups (Asian American, Hispanic American, and Native American) submit slightly fewer bids per firms on the average than Caucasian firms. However, in looking at the number of bids submitted as compared to contracts awarded, the data does indicate that, with the exception of Asian American and Hispanic American firms, other ethnic groups are being more successful than Caucasian firms in submitting low bids. 

By way of comparison, there are currently a total of 1,558 firms certified as DBE, MBE, WBE or ESB by the State of Oregon. According to the City database, 544 of these firms are registered as doing construction work. Of those, the ethnic breakdown is as follows:

Thirty-six (36) of the 40 African American construction firms are located within the region or State.

Because the numbers are so small, it is difficult to draw concrete conclusions. However, because state law requires that contract award be made on the basis of low bid, this continues to suggest that it is critical for the City to place considerable emphasis on efforts to improve the competitiveness of M/W/ESB firms, particularly minority-owned firms.

Sub Contractor Utilization Analysis

In the normal course of construction business, prime contractors often sub contract with firms to do portions of the work that the prime does not normally do. For formal construction contracts over $200,000, the City requires that the prime contractor perform a Good Faith Effort by contacting and informing sub contractors of potential opportunities. Prime bidders are provided a list of certified M/W/ESB firms in the project-specific divisions of work. The prime bidder must then contact the certified firms and submit documentation of those contacts. Throughout the life of the project, the prime must also receive approval for substitution or deletion of M/W/ESB sub contractors. 

Although there are fewer minority and women owned firms participating as subcontractors, they are submitting more bids, on average, than their Caucasian male counterparts. The same minority and Caucasian female firms, although submitting more bids, are successful fewer times. This data seems to indicate that the Caucasian male firms continue to dominate the subcontracting arena, regardless of the level of bidding effort.

Figure 4.9 reflects the percentage utilization by ethnicity and gender, based on the dollar amount and number of sub contracts reported. In looking at the number of sub contracts awarded as compared to the availability found in the Disparity Study, all groups except for Hispanic Americans and Caucasian males, have been utilized in excess of their availability for the number of contracts reported. Only Native American and Caucasian male firms exceeded the availability based on dollars awarded.

Compared to the availability based on subcontractor bidding activity during FY 2002-03. Hispanic American firms reflect a significant underutilization for both number of contracts and dollars awarded.

If the sub contractor utilization is reviewed for only those sub contracts under $500,000 (Figure 4.8), the utilization, in most cases, increases. All opportunities for minority subcontracting occurred on contracts under $500,000. During FY 2002-03 only 2 subcontracts were reported to be over $500,000.

Sheltered Market Program 

As noted in the previous analysis of contracting activity, the number of M/W/ESB firms who currently bid as prime contractors is extremely limited. To address the limited number of prime contractors, the Council approved the Sheltered Market Program on August 20, 1997. This program allowed up to one-half of all City formal construction bids under $200,000, to be bid to certified M/W/ESB firms participating in the program. The first City bid using the SMP was released on January 5, 1998. 

Between July 1, 2002 and June 30, 2003, the City awarded 34 formal construction projects estimated to be under $200,000 that had the potential to be awarded in the SMP (Figure 4.10).  Out of the 34 projects, ten (10) were bid to the SMP participants. Attachment E provides the detail for SMP eligible projects.

During February of 2002, 27 firms graduated from the SMP. Prior to graduation, the 27 graduates were collectively awarded 254 contracts valued at over  $14 million by the City of Portland. Since graduating from the SMP during FY 2002-03, over one-third of the graduating class received City contracts. SMP graduates were awarded 10 contracts valued at over $800,000.

In total, since the beginning of the SMP, the program is close to the targeted 50% of awards and dollars going to M/W/ESB firms (49% of the dollars and 51% of the awards for projects under $200,000). However, a number of events, described below, occurred in FY 2002-2003 that posed major challenges to the Sheltered Market Program. During this time frame no MBE firms submitted bids on the 10 SMP projects and only 2 contracts were awarded to WBE firms.  Of the ten projects awarded in the SMP, only one project had minority firms eligible to bid.

Lower results in FY 2002-03 are attributed to four major causes:

10. Graduation of Minority Firms 

In February 2002, the program graduated 27 firms. The graduation depleted the number of minority and women-owned firms available to bid on jobs. Staff has worked hard to replenish or increase the number of minority and women-owned firms in the program since last winter. The current make up of the SMP contractors includes 23 MBE firms, 9 WBE firms and 41 ESB firms. Minorities own five of the 41 ESB firms.

11. Limited bidding opportunities in the SMP

Only 10 projects were bid in the SMP. In addition, these projects were limited in the diversification of the scope of work. Eight of the ten projects were bid to street improvement and underground contractors. As a result, only a limited pool of SMP firms were eligible to bid. In past years, projects have included a wider range of scopes and more SMP contractors and specifically more MBE and WBE firms were eligible to bid throughout the year. As indicated in the previous section on Prime Availability, the efforts to determine why firms do not bid have been inconclusive with multiple factors occurring simultaneously.

Four contracts were emergency repair contracts where the prior contractor was called. Two contracts were awarded, per state law, to Qualified Rehabilitation Facilities without competitive bid.

Note: Although formal SMP prime bidding opportunities were limited during FY 2002-03, SMP firms were successful in receiving subcontracts on the Westside Combined Sewer Overflow Project. (See Chapter 6.) During FY 2002-03, SMP firms were awarded 17 contracts for just under $1 million dollars.

12. Expanded Use of Special Prequalification Requirements by Bureaus 

Eleven of the SMP eligible projects had a prequalification requirement for which there were one or no SMP contractors. Two additional contracts had numerous prequalified contractors, but none were MBE firms.

13. Contractor’s prequalification limit not high enough to bid on the project.

Many of the SMP contractors are succeeding as subcontractors, however, since September 11, the increase in rates and requirements for insurance and bonding has negatively affected M/W/ESB firms. Some SMP firms that previously had bonding are now unable to obtain a performance bond. This does not allow them to be prequalified with the City and thus precludes them from bidding as primes on SMP projects.

A related benefit of the SMP is the higher utilization of M/W/ESB firms as sub contractors, and the workforce for these firms tends to be more diverse.

Although, formal SMP bidding opportunities were limited, this is not the only benefit of participation in the SMP. An integral part of the program includes building capacity, with training provided throughout the year. During FY 2002-03, SMP firms received numerous training opportunities to assist them in acquiring new skills and building stronger business practices.

Other benefits to SMP firms included a networking breakfast and a networking dinner for SMP firms to network and market their companies with each other. During SMP orientations sessions, SMP contractors told City Staff that they would like opportunities to share information, learn more about each other and develop new prime and subcontractor relationships. Over 70 participants participated in the two networking events.

In March 2000, the Council directed that informal construction bids be directed “First, from Sheltered Market firms; Second, from M/W/ESB firms not in the sheltered market and; Third, from all other firms in the marketplace….” With this directive, it is somewhat surprising on the surface that more of the informal construction contracts were not awarded to M/W/ESB firms.

In looking more closely at the contracts awarded to non-certified firms, staff reported the following issues:

· MBEs not bidding projects when contacted.

Nine of the 29 informal contracts were awarded to non-MBE firms because of no responses to the requests for bid.  

· MBE price not competitive with WBE and ESB firms.

On five contracts, MBE firms submitted bids but were not low bid.

· Currently no M/W/ESB firms perform work on deconstruction contracts because of recycling requirement.

As part of the sustainability effort, deconstruction contracts (3 informals during FY 2002-03) require that 50% of the materials be recycled. This requires storage and sorting facilities. Currently, only two non-certified firms in the Portland metro area perform this type of work. 

· Sole Source or emergency requirements limit M/W/ESB opportunities.

Attachment F provides a full listing of all Informal Construction Contracts awarded in FY 2002-03.

Award vs. Actual Payment
Although award amounts to both prime and sub contractors are important, it is imperative that the City know what payments are actually made following contract award. Anecdotal data collected from the Disparity Study suggested that, although prime contractors list many M/W/ESB firms for use at the time of award, fewer actually perform work and receive payment. The Bureau of Purchases staff now tracks actual payments made to both prime and sub contractors. Substitution or non-payment issues are investigated and resolved to the extent possible by law.

Sub contractor payment information is received from the prime monthly and is added to prime contractor payment from the City’s accounting system. The combined information is then confirmed through interviews or spot checks with both prime and sub contractors.

Figures 4.12 shows payments made to sub contractors for projects approved for final payment in FY 1999-00 thru FY 2002-03. As noted above, the payment information for prime contractors was taken from the City financial system, as well as other "off-line" systems (LID, Contracts, etc.).

There is no evidence of "rampant" or overwhelming reductions in the dollar amounts received by M/W/ESB firms as compared to the original awards. The smallest increases in the original award to actual payment amounts are seen by non-certified firms. ESB sub firms do, however, reflect the highest percentage of revised contract amount compared to original contract amount for three out of four years reported. The strongest consistent pattern across projects, for both primes and subs, is one of substantial increase from original award to actual payments for all sub contractors reported. Because of the small number of M/W/ESB prime contractors, no obvious patterns emerge.

It should be noted that the computer data collection system for actual payments to primes from the City continues to need improvement. Complete, accessible payment information, as well as contract amendment information, will assist in project-specific discussions and other reviews of City performance.

Local Business Utilization

As local economies struggle to recover from poor economic times, it is of interest to note where and with whom the City is spending its money. Construction contracts, even more so than PTE contracts, are awarded to local firms. Figure 4.13 reflects that less than 3% of the dollars and contracts awarded for construction by the City of Portland go outside the State or Portland metro area.

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5 Support Programs 

Workforce Training and Hiring Program

The City of Portland began implementing the Workforce Training & Hiring Program in July 1994.  From July 1994 until June 1996, workforce participation was monitored on all construction contracts over $100,000.  From July 1996 until the present, monitoring occurred on all contracts valued at $200,000 and over, including all sub contractors on these projects with sub contracts of $100,000 or more.  

The goal of the Workforce Training & Hiring Program is to ensure that the City of Portland does business with contractors whose workforce reflects the diversity of the workforce found in the City of Portland.  The City also strives to ensure that its contracting dollars provide fair and equal opportunity to the City's diverse population.   One method for increasing the diversity of the City's construction trades workforce is by requiring apprenticeship training on City projects.  The training requirements offer a vehicle for women, minorities and disadvantaged individuals, who have been historically underutilized, to gain access to training and employment in construction trades positions. 

The Workforce Program is tied to the EEO Program in that it provides contractors an opportunity, while performing work on a specific City project, to remedy underutilization identified in their company-wide workforce during their annual EEO certification.  

Participation by Race and Gender on City Projects

With the major decline in construction contracting for the City, hours reported, subject to the Workforce Program, dropped to 202,214 in 2002-2003 from 606,456 in 2000-01 and 342,308 in 2001-02. This is a decline of 66% over the last two years.  

Despite this huge decrease in hours worked, the level of participation by minorities and women on City of Portland jobs has increased. Overall participation of minorities and women on contracts subject to the Workforce Training & Hiring Program rose from 16.54% in 2001-02 to 18.73% in 2002-03, a 14% increase during a down economy. As a result of unresolved compliance issues, liquidated damages of $7,225 were assessed to contractors for their violations of contract requirements.

Apprenticeship Training 

Again, with the decline in total construction work hours, the total apprenticeship hours have also declined. However, it is interesting to note that even with a 30% decrease in total hours, the percentage of apprenticeship hours increased slightly. Despite some fluctuation due to the amount of work, types of projects, and range of contractors needing new hires, the four-year analysis indicates that utilizing apprenticeship training requirements in City contracts is an effective means of increasing participation of under represented groups.

Trade Hours

Four major crafts (Laborers 27.4%, Operators 18.9%, Masons 7.6% and Electricians 7.1%) represent 61% of all hours reported.

The majority of work hours for minorities and women, at both the journey and apprentice level are shown in the laborer category.  Although it is a concern that minorities and women are over-utilized as laborers, it also understood that laborer is the access point to other skilled crafts.  City projects will always produce a disproportionate amount of laborer hours due to the nature of City work. 

Summary and Prime/Sub Detail Reports are available for each project where the WTHP is in affect. The individual project reports include all hours worked on the project.  Individual project reports are available upon request.

Support of Recruitment Efforts

In December 2001, as part of the Three-Year review of the Fair Contracting Strategy, the Council approved the idea of a program to use collected liquidated damages to fund grants for programs supporting workforce development.  A grant was given to the Oregon Building Congress in March of 2003 to fund a Summer Construction Academy for female and minority middle and high school students from the Portland Public Schools.  This year’s Construction Academy program ran from July 7th to August 1st at Benson High School.  The City’s funding also contributed to the successful Math & Science Workshop for teachers.  This workshop provides teachers with specific examples of real construction problems that help make math and science courses more realistic and relevant for students wishing to go into the construction trades.

Purchases staff is also involved in planning efforts with the Oregon Department of Transportation to identify and address the future recruitment shortage challenges facing the road/bridge construction industry in the next decade. It is the goal of this program to increase the awareness of construction trade opportunities to youth of color and women in the educational system.  

The Housing Authority of Portland (HAP) has also requested that the City provide workforce compliance services on their new project called New Columbia—a $387 million project to build a new community in North Portland at the old Columbia Villa site. Staff will be tracking compliance and providing reports to the HAP staff through an interagency agreement.

Contract Compliance and Tracking
During FY 2002-03, an average of 19 formal construction projects have been open during each quarter. Each site has been visited at least once during a quarter by compliance staff. A total of 121 site visits were made during the year, providing each site an average of 1.6 site visits.  Prior to arriving at a particular construction site, staff is responsible for reviewing the contract file to familiarize themselves with both the existing contractors reported to be working and any workforce issues. Depending on the level of review, conversations or correspondence may have also been exchanged between the compliance staff and the project manager, prime contractor or sub contractors to confirm and verify contract or workforce data. The combination of both paper and on-site monitoring has allowed staff to find and resolve issues more quickly, as well as begin to produce an environment where contractors better understand the City's expectations. As a result of these efforts, staff participates in the mediation of many issues before communications reach an impasse.

The Contract Compliance staff is also responsible for reviewing the Good Faith Effort submissions prior to the award of contracts. In FY 2002-03, 13 bids have been rejected for non-compliance with Goof Faith Effort requirements. Many of the firms whose Good Faith Effort was rejected appealed the decision to the Purchasing Board of Appeals and/or the City Council. All rejections appealed were upheld and the decision to find the bidder non-responsive stood.

Contractor Prequalification
City Code requires that all public improvement projects and painting projects estimated to cost more than $50,000 require prequalification.  Prequalification means the City conditions a bidder’s submission of a bid upon the bidder’s prequalification.

The Prequalification Program maintains a pool of qualified contractors for 31 types of construction work.  The Bureau of Purchases coordinates the program, overseeing the review process for nine construction bureau personnel that review prequalification applications for specific types of work.  During FY 02/03, 460 requests for prequalification were processed.

When prequalifying a construction contractor the City reviews the contractor’s financial, material, equipment, facility, personnel resources and expertise, record of performance and integrity, and requisite licensing to assure the contractor is capable of meeting all contractual responsibilities for the type(s) of work they have requested prequalification for.

In 2003, in compliance with Ordinance No. 177448 directing City bureaus to implement Recommended best Practices for Prevailing Wage Laws, the Prequalification Program began requiring all prequalification applicants disclose violations of any state or federal prevailing wage statutes or regulations.

City Code also allows for Special Prequalification, stating that a separate special prequalification may be required for a specific project when the City determines that the project is of a size, scope or complexity that special prequalification is required.

During the past fiscal year 22 special prequalifications that required work not covered by the City’s 31 standard work classes were required as follows.

Pre and Post-Award Technical Assistance

Since the fall of 1997, the City, Multnomah County, PDC and Tri-Met have provided joint funding to provide pre and post-award technical assistance. Due to funding cuts, the technical assistance is now primarily offered to firms in the Sheltered Market Program. As part of the contract, the third-party firm also conducts a business assessment for any firm accepted into the Sheltered Market Program. 

In addition to the technical assistance provided by the consultant, SMP firms received numerous training opportunities to assist them in acquiring new skills and building stronger business practices during 2002 - 03. Training included a wide range of topics as follows:

· How to do business with the Port of Portland and City of Portland

· Business Planning

· Business 101 – Building your business from the ground up

· Work in Progress Schedule, a key tool to successful construction project management

· Accounting 101

· Leed Green Building 

· Strategic Business Planning and Marketing

· QuickBooks Level 1

· QuickBooks Level 2

· Bidding and Estimating

During the spring and early summer, four training classes were held. Over 60 SMP participants attended classes and acquired new skills with an attendance rate of over 80%. All training opportunities listed above were provided at no cost to SMP firms.  A new series of training session is already scheduled for the FY 2003-04 year. 

A partial list of services provided to clients served by the outside consultant is included in Attachment G. 

There is currently renewed discussion about how to provide technical assistance to contractors and vendors more effectively and efficiently on a regional basis. During the past few years, there have been various efforts to coordinate agency efforts to provide better technical assistance. To date, no significant improvement or consensus has been reached.  The City will continue to participate in these renewed discussions. Every opportunity will be taken to improve the delivery of technical assistance.

Regional Mentor/ Protégé Program  

Since 1998, the City has participated with many other regional partners in the Port of Portland Mentor-Protégé Program.  Currently, the Port has 11 protégé firms in the program. Two of the eleven firms are also Sheltered Market contractors. This private-public partnership between the Associated General Contractors and local governments pairs emerging business owners with experienced successful contractors who coach their protégés on the fine points of business planning, marketing, bid preparation, financing, bonding and other skills critical to success in the construction industry. 

The regional Mentor/ Protégé Program complements the Sheltered Market Program and the Technical Assistance Program. The Mentor / Protégé Program provides a long-term focus on the protégés' business plans. The mentor and protégé identify the most critical needs to achieve the plan and implement the actions necessary to obtain the results. 

As part of the FY 2003-04 budget, it was necessary to reduce the City’s contribution for the Mentor/ Protégé Program from $75,000 to $15,000. Retaining funding at this level allows the City to remain on the Advisory Board and provide SMP contractors high priority in the program when vacancies occur.

EEO Compliance Reviews  

As part of the Fair Contracting and Employment Strategy adopted in 1997, the City has reiterated its "obligation to use the market power we have available to us through the disbursement of the community's tax dollars to foster equal employment opportunities ("EEO") in the private sector ..." The City Council directed that the existing EEO program be revised to include more substantial monitoring and compliance efforts. As a result, all construction contractors who wish to do business with the City are subject to more comprehensive certification review and monitoring. 

Staff uses established standards for site visits, and specific criteria for receiving "A" level certification, a status awarded when a firm’s workforce reflects diversity consistent with the current census information. Firms that receive an "A" level EEO certification bypass some workforce reporting requirements on City construction jobs. 

EEO Site Reviews are now being performed on all firms eligible for "A" level certification.  Reviews are intended to verify employment records and identify promising practices that have assisted firms to achieve a diverse workforce.  

EEO Site Reviews are also being conducted on selected firms with Conditional certification.  These businesses receive information on methodologies that may help them achieve greater diversity and are asked to develop a plan to remedy underutilization.  

Project Manager/ Inspector Training 

The anecdotal evidence in the Disparity Study outlined inconsistent treatment of both majority and minority contractors by City project managers and inspectors. To address this problem, the study recommended that the City develop a comprehensive, professional training program for its construction project managers and inspectors that included classes on communications, working in a multi-cultural environment, and the Fair Contracting and Employment Strategy. 

The Project Manager/ Inspector training seeks to improve consistency in performance in the field, effectiveness in implementing the Fair Contracting Strategy and professional standards.  This effort to develop an internal training program ensures that City construction staff treats all contractors and workers consistently, fairly and professionally on its job sites, and provide a work place and job site environment that supports diversity. 

Mayor Katz and the Contract Coordinating Committee (C3) appointed the PM Training Task Force. The Task Force, with representatives from the construction bureaus, Portland Development Commission and Multnomah County, was instrumental in developing the core-training program. Now in its fifth year, the Task Force continues to implement the mandate to offer a citywide professional training program for project managers and inspectors. The Task Force meets monthly to continue the bureaus’ on-going commitment to the success of the program by providing input, feedback and by guiding the development of curriculum.

During the past year, the Project Manager Training Task Force has worked on a number of tasks. The following is a summary of what has been accomplished and what lies ahead for the next year. The guiding principles are included as a reminder of our focus. 

Guiding Principles of the City Construction Sector Training Strategy

Vision

To achieve greater social and economic equity in our community, the City of Portland seeks fairness in its treatment of all contractors and workers on city-funded projects, and race and gender equity in the City’s trades workforce.

Mission

The City of Portland seeks to create a comprehensive training program for construction project managers and inspectors, (and expand its apprenticeship and training programs for craft workers to achieve a supportive project and workplace environment and significant employment opportunities for its diverse community.)

Goals

· Institutionalize a comprehensive training program for construction project managers and inspectors that enhance technical and communication skills and is a continuous process essential to job performance.

· Achieve training opportunities for construction-related staff at all levels within the organization and in cooperation with our private and public partners.

· Accurately document and annually disclose the training opportunities offered and the number of professional and construction related staff that receives training.

· Integrate training into the City’s workplace culture and budget.

2002-2003 Program Accomplishments

· On-line Registration

On-line registration was implemented in the spring of 2003. This will reduce the administrative responsibilities of the program coordinator and simplify the registration process for participants.

Overall, in FY 2002-03, the PM Training program offered 19 classes with 39 sessions. This resulted in 152 training hours and 3,515 participant training hours. There were 34 trainers; all but three were City of Portland employees. Using internal trainers saved the City an enormous amount of money. More importantly, City of Portland professionals who are knowledgeable about public works construction projects are training participants. Consistently, internal trainers receive high marks on the class evaluations because of their ability to use relevant examples.

A full list of classes offered is included in Attachment H.

2002-03 PM/Inspector Training Program Evaluations

Participants evaluated each class, using a four-point scale with four being the highest score achievable. Trainers were evaluated on Knowledge/Credibility, Presentation Skills, Handouts/Materials, and Overall Effectiveness. The results are as follows:

Enrollments and Participation Rates

Figure 5.3 provides enrollments and participation rates by bureau/agency. There were 231 program participants and an additional 208 people who registered for classes. Most of these were registering for classes offered by Bureau of Purchases staff on such topics as Qualifications Based Selection and Professional, Technical, and Expert Services Contracts Code Changes. There was an overall participation rate of 90% by those registered for classes.

6 Westside Combined Sewer Overflow Project

The Construction Manager/ General Contractor contract for the Westside Combined Sewer Overflow (WSCSO) project is slightly over $293 million. To put the size of this contract in perspective, it is equivalent to approximately the combined amount of all other prime contracts awarded the last 5 years.

The initial portion of the contract was approved in December 2001. The remaining construction portion of the contract was awarded in July 2002.  Because of the system used to track contracts by the Bureau of Purchases, the WSCSO contract was originally reported in FY 01-02. The size and complexity of this contract makes it necessary to track 1st and 2nd tier subcontracts, payments and workforce in a separate database from all other contracts.

In addition to its size and complexity, the very nature of the work involved in this contract makes standard policies and subcontracting expectations different.

First, the WSCSO contract with Impregilo Healy, was bid through an alternative contracting process with an exemption to standard public procurement laws. The use of a Construction Manager/ General Contractor (CM/GC) process allowed the City to select a contractor earlier in the process and evaluate the proposals on criteria such as prior experience and qualifications. 

Second, the project was very complex and specialized. Even though this is a very large contract, the very specialized work required to place the 24,000 feet of 14-inch diameter tunnel and 220 million gallon a day pump station, left limited amounts of work for smaller, local contractors. Total local subcontracting was estimated at $26 million, of which Impregilo Healy set a goal of $13 million for M/W/ESB firms.

Through July 31, 2002 (Note that these are NOT June 30 numbers), there have been 58 contracts awarded to M/W/ESB firms for a total of $2.8 million reported by Impregilo Healy. This represents 22% of the $13 million goal. The Bureau of Environmental Services also reports that over 300 local businesses have been utilized so far on the project and 320 construction related jobs have been created to date.

A complete listing of all contracts reported through July 31, 2002 is included in Attachment I.
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7 Recommended Program and System Improvements 

PTE Contracting

As noted in Chapter 1 and 3, most changes for PTE contracting were implemented July 1, 2003. Hiring of new positions to implement all of the approved changes in currently underway.

As a result, there are only two recommended program changes. The first involves a strategy to do structured outreach to PTE firms. As noted in Chapter 3, it is anticipated that staff will coordinate quarterly outreach and networking sessions with targeted service areas. This effort will require the participation of all Bureaus who use the services of the particular PTE firms.

In addition to the PTE outreach highlighting City needs and policies, staff will continue to participate in cooperative outreach efforts with other agencies within the region. Purchases staff will also continue to play a role in other community based trade shows sponsored by organizations such as the Minority Business Opportunity Council (MBOC), Oregon Association of Minority Entrepreneurs (OAME) and others.

The second recommended change involves the make-up of the evaluation panel used during the selection process. Currently, the PTE Manual requires that:

…All evaluation committees must have one member of the committee from an organization outside of City government (i.e., county, private industry, etc.); this requirement may be waived by the bureaus’ Commissioner-in-Charge if deemed in the best interest of the bureau….

It is recommended that this be changed to require:

 …All evaluation committees must have one member of the committee from outside of City government that is from the community (i.e., neighborhood associations, certified M/W/ESB, etc.). It is important that the evaluation process be open and reflective of community values, diversity, neighborhood concerns and project impact.

Construction Contracting

Because the M/W/ESB participation for FY 2002-03 was monitored quarterly by staff and advisory committees, some changes have already been put into action to respond to the issue of low M/W/ESB utilization. Actions already taken and underway include:

· Reorganization of Bureau of Purchases to place more emphasis on procurement process and better define accountability; Increase informal/ SMP outreach to include follow-up phone calls;

· Increase time for Compliance Specialist to be in field by reassigning data entry;

· More stringent review of all sole source contracts;

· Enforce requirement for the use of a “reasonable” competitive process for emergency contracts and include topic in Project Manager training; and

· Purchasing Agent approval required for any SMP eligible contract bid to the open market.

Other recommended changes and action to be implemented during FY 2003-04 include:

· Evaluation of the current Fair Contracting and Employment Strategy and specific program elements by an external consultant who is an expert in national trends and best practices. It is estimated that an additional $10,000 would be required to fund such a review.

· Additional Training and Technical Assistance for SMP and other certified firms

· Contractors (including non-construction vendors) continue to express confusion over how to do business with the City of Portland. To assist the firms, staff will provide quarterly “Doing Business With the City” classes in the community as well as continue participation in other events such as the Governor’s Marketplace Conference, MBOC and OAME Tradeshows, etc.

· Expand Technical Assistance and Provide Services in More Coordinated Fashion – Since the Council adopted the Fair Contracting and Employment Strategy, the budget for contractor technical assistance has decreased from $180,000 in FY 1998-99 to $100,000 in FY 2002-03. This recommendation requests ½ of the amount previously reduced be added back into the budget for Technical Assistance during the FY 04-05 budget process. The additional funding will be used to provide pro-active assistance in connecting available firms with upcoming bids too increase the number of successful M/W/ESB bidders – both prime and sub.

Accounting practices affect M/W/ESB firms’ ability to acquire bonding, insurance and prequalification. During the next year, as new firms enter the SMP, participants will receive Quickbook Level 1 & 2 training to address early on any accounting needs. Past and current participants have communicated to City staff the great benefit of this training and have indicated that the earlier this training is received the greater the benefit. 

Currently, the City is participating in discussions regarding ways to provide technical assistance on a regional basis. The purpose of this effort will be to eliminate duplication and maximize delivery of service to M/W/ESB firms.

· Sheltered Market Program (SMP)

· Currently, in certain scopes of work, MBE and WBE participation is limited. (Although some of the ESB firms are owned by minority individuals.) To balance the participation of MBE, WBE and ESB firms in the program, when openings occur in the program, outreach will be targeted to MBE and WBE firms.

· Currently the SMP requires graduation after three years with the ability to extend participation in the Program for one additional year under certain conditions. Because the number of contracts being bid within the SMP has been limited, staff will review extension of participation in the Program to include a maximum of five years. Participants can be excluded from the Program after 3 years if evidence of non-participation exists (e.g. not bidding when opportunities exist, not attending recommended training opportunities; etc.)  . Staff will consider allowing those firms who have graduated within the last 18 months to be reinstated in the program, pending the firm’s ability to meet other Program requirements.

· Eliminate restrictive bidding requirements

· Over the last year, there has been an increase in special prequalifications. The means that additional restrictive requirements are placed on the possible bidders as well as the burden of additional paperwork. The data reflects that MBE firms are not awarded contracts that require special prequalifications. For this reason,  The City will review and expand, as necessary, the existing list of standard prequalification categories to include all types of work the City currently uses on a regular basis. In addition, the Purchasing Agent will approve the continued use of special prequalifications for those small contracts that have unique requirements only after review and approval.

· When the City requires large liquidated damages for small construction projects, bidding becomes prohibitive for smaller firms. To eliminate this barrier, the code and/or purchasing rules will be amended to cap liquidated damages on all informal contracts at $200 a day with the ability for an exception to be approved by the Purchasing Agent.

· Water, BES and Transportation have been working to better coordinate the construction of the infrastructure. As this has occurred, it has become necessary to prequalify some subcontractors who have substantial and key pieces of the project. Once subcontractors are prequalified and the possible bidder list becomes limited, the traditional Good Faith Effort program does not necessarily provide the best tool to obtain M/W/ESB subcontractors. During the next year, a subcommittee of the C3 will explore alternative Good Faith Effort and/or Mentoring programs for the cross-Bureau contracts that require special subcontractor prequalification.

· Improvement to Bidding Documents and Process

· The originating Bureau writes technical specifications. The Bureau of Purchases has neither the staff nor the expertise to be able to assess the accuracy or the completeness of the technical specifications. Anecdotal data from smaller firms indicates that the City will sometimes advertise bid specifications that are incomplete, inaccurate or unclear. Pending budget approval, it is recommended that the City hire an outside 3rd party to complete post project evaluations of the bid specifications. Suggested improvements could then be incorporated into future documents.

· As the City continues to encourage opportunities for M/W/ESB firms, the City sometimes make contracting difficult for smaller firms. One example of a bid process that large firms are able to accommodate and small firms may not, is the issuance of large changes or addendums to the bid documents during the bidding process. While Bureau staff is pushed to get projects out quickly, the result may be incomplete bid documents that must later be amended. Pending document improvements, it is necessary that firms have time to respond to the bid addendums. The Purchasing Manual will be edited to emphasize the authority of the Purchasing Agent to require extension of bid due dates . 

· When using RFPs and alternative to the low bid process, the City is often criticized that the selection “is predetermined” based on the members of the evaluation panel. To this end, it is recommended that for construction contracts using an alternative procurement method, all evaluation committees must have one member of the committee from outside of City government that is from the community (i.e., neighborhood associations, certified M/W/ESB, etc.). It is important that the evaluation process be open and reflective of community values, diversity, neighborhood concerns and project impact.

· Increase contracting opportunities for M/W/ESB firms

· Explore possible “pilot projects” in N/NE Enterprise zone with specific subcontract goals for M/W/ESB/SMPs.

As new development occurs within the Enterprise Zone, every effort should be made to look at the individual project and the needs of the specific neighborhood. Because of the Enterprise Zone designation, it may be possible to place hard contract specific M/W/ESB goals on the project. Bureau staff is directed to coordinate during the planning phase of any construction contract within the N/NE Enterprise Zone.

· Include aspirational goals in all formal construction contracts.
Although the City does not have the data or federal mandate to place hard goals on any construction contract, it is possible to inform the contractor of the City desire to contract with M/W/ESB firms. Based on recent court cases, the City Attorney’s Office has advised that it is possible to place aspirational goals on construction projects. Please note: there are no penalties involved if a prime contractor does not meet the aspirational goal. Primes would, how ever, be required to meet the Good Faith Effort requirements. If these requirements were not met, the bid would be found non-responsive.

Each year, the aspirational goal would be based on the prior year actual utilization as well as a review of availability. Based on actual utilization from FY 2002-03, the aspirational goal for FY 2003-04 would be 35% of all subcontracts to be with minority and women owned firms.

Workforce Training and Hiring Program (WTHP)

In addition to the utilization of M/W/ESB forms as both prime and subcontractors, the City has an interest in ensuring that minority and women workers have an opportunity to work on city funded construction jobs. To this end, recommended changes to the WTHP include:

· Explore possible “pilot projects” in N/NE Enterprise zone with specific first source hiring goals for minority and women.

As noted above, as new development occurs within the Enterprise Zone, every effort should be made to look at the individual project and the needs of the specific neighborhood. Because of the Enterprise Zone designation, it may be possible to place specific hiring goals on the project. Bureau staff is directed to coordinate during the planning phase of any construction contract within the N/NE Enterprise Zone.

· Raise apprenticeship goal from 17% to 20%.

Currently, the City requires that contractors on projects of a certain size provide 17% apprentice hours in each trade throughout the project without exceeding the apprentice-to-journey ratio allowed by your apprenticeship programs.  During FY 2002-03, with the limited number and dollar of contracts, the City obtained 13.33% apprenticeship hours. In past years, the City has obtained as high as 19.42%. The 2000 census indicates that the current population of Portland is 22% non-Caucasian and 51% female. 

· Provide funding for approved training programs that recruit and train minority and women.

If the City is going to require the contractors to hire minority and women workers, it is appropriate that the City assist in obtaining workers who are job ready. Approved pre-apprenticeship programs such as Jobcorps and ETAP recruit and train minority and women.

· On projects greater than $5 million, set WTHP based on availability #’s available from BOLI.

The ability of firms to meet the WTHP goal is somewhat dependent on the size and time required to complete the project. The larger the project, the more has more opportunities for apprentices. In order to implement this recommendation, Bureaus will be required to coordinate with Purchases staff prior to the advertisement of the bid documents.

· Sponsor construction industry job fair with other agencies. 
Currently, because of reduced budgets, Purchases is not able to sponsor or participate in regional job fairs with other agencies. $10,000 is requested as part of a FY 2004-05 budget request to facilitate this outreach.

Funding

To enable implementation of  all recommendations noted above, it would require additional program funding. It is recommended that the following items be reviewed by Council as part of the FY 2004-05 budget process
