ORDINANCE NO.   179485
*Grant voluntary recognition as provided under ORS 243.666(3) to the Laborers’ International Union of North America, Local 483 within the District Council of Trade Unions bargaining unit to represent the collective bargaining interests of City employees in the classification of Parking Collection Technician, Job Class No. 7569  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The City created the classification of Parking Collection Technician (Classification No. 7569) on May 14, 2003.  Since its creation, the classification has been “non-represented.”
 

2. The classification has two incumbent employees.  Both of these incumbent employees have signed “showing of interest” cards indicating their interest in having LIUNA Local 483 within the DCTU bargaining unit as their collective bargaining representative.  Both of these “showing of interest” cards were signed in late January 2005.


3. LIUNA Local 483 has presented copies of these “showing of interest” cards to the City and has requested that the City grant voluntary recognition to the Local as provided under ORS 243.666 (3). 


4. The classification of Parking Collection Technician is appropriately included in the DCTU bargaining unit.

5. No other labor organization within the DCTU coalition has demonstrated to the City a showing of interest from the incumbent employees in the classification of Parking Collection Technician.  No incumbent employee in the classification of Parking Collection Technician has indicated an interest to be represented by any other labor organization within the DCTU bargaining unit other than LIUNA Local 483.

NOW, THEREFORE:

a.
The City acknowledges the unique circumstances in this matter where the classification is newly created, the number of employees affected is small and all of the affected employees have recently signed “showing of interest” cards indicating their interest in being represented by LIUNA Local 483 within the DCTU bargaining unit.

b. The City grants voluntary recognition to LIUNA Local 483 within the DCTU bargaining unit as provided under ORS 243.666 (3).


Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay would unnecessarily delay the orderly implementation of the provisions of the memorandum of agreement; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from after its passage by the Council.
