ORDINANCE No.  179928
Contribute $150,000 to Metro for site improvements at the Morrison Building property at Lone Fir Cemetery. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1.
The Memorandum of Understanding attached as Exhibit A outlines a consensus among Portland, Multnomah County and Metro regarding redevelopment of the Morrison Building property at Lone Fir Cemetery.

2.
Portland’s anticipated contribution to the project is $150,000, which shall be used for site improvements such as paving removal, fencing and/or landscaping of the site.

3.
Portland’s anticipated contribution to this project is reflected in a special appropriation contained in the adopted budget.

4.
Multnomah County and Metro are ready to transfer the property, and Portland’s financial contribution is necessary to complete the transaction. 

5.
The cost to the City of Portland is $150,000.  Funds are available in the FY 2005-06 General Fund Budget, Center Code 40118019, Account No. 529000.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Commissioner of Public Safety is authorized to enter into an Agreement with Metro and Multnomah County, the terms of which shall be substantially as set forth in Exhibit A attached to this ordinance.

b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the General Fund in accordance with the funding agreement.
