ORDINANCE NO.  179973
*Authorize a contract with ACS, State & Local Solutions, Inc., to provide photo radar and photo red light camera services, equipment, supplies and public improvements without advertising for bids and provide for payment  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The City currently contracts with ACS, State & Local Solutions, Inc., (ACS) for photo radar and photo red light services.  This contract number 51527 expires on March 30, 2006.

2. City Code Section 5.33.120 allows for purchases without advertising for bids when the goods or services required are not available from another source.

3. The Police Bureau requires use of wet film cameras for the photo radar and photo red light program.  ACS was found to be the only vendor providing photo radar and photo red light services using wet film cameras.

4. The City and ACS have negotiated a new contract for a three-year period beginning the date the contract is executed with the right to extend this contract thereafter for two one-year periods.  In no event shall this contract extend beyond a total of five years.

5. The new contract allows for expansion of both the photo radar and photo red light camera programs at a fixed cost per system and monthly fees.

6. Funds are available for the proposed contract chargeable to the budgets of the Bureau of Transportation for the red light camera and public utilities portions and to the Police Bureau for the photo radar portion.

NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute the attached contract between ACS, State & Local Solutions, Inc., and the City of Portland without advertising for bids.  The contract has been approved as to form by the City Attorney.

b. The Mayor and City Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver warrant(s) chargeable to the Fiscal Year 2005-06 and following years budgets for the Bureau of Transportation and the Police Bureau when demand is presented, approved by the proper authorities.

Section 2. The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in proceeding with this agreement will unnecessarily deprive ACS, State & Local Solutions, Inc. and the City of Portland of the mutual benefits of this agreement; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
