ORDINANCE No.  179975
Apply for an $85,405 grant from the Recreation Trails Grant Program to repair the Springwater Corridor Bridge at Circle Avenue in Southeast Portland  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1 The Council finds that:

1. This once-abandoned trestle was converted to a pedestrian bridge crossing Johnson Creek in 1991 when the Springwater Corridor Trail was constructed.  An inspection of the structure by Lee Engineering in 1991 revealed soil erosion, drift accumulation and decay in several mud blocks.  Further evaluation in December 2004 by the City of Portland Office of Transportation (PDOT) revealed that accumulated drift had caused washout and scour of the westbank of the creek and undermining of several footings. 

2. The project being proposed in the grant application will construct structural steel support and allow the instream vertical supports to be removed.  Repair of currently scoured areas of the river’s bank will include revegetation and rip rap.  

3. This project is being supported by the Bureau of Environmental Services, Portland’s Endangered Species Act program, the Pleasant Valley Neighborhood Association, the 40-Mile Loop Land Trust, and others.

4. The Recreational Trail Grant Program is administered by Oregon Parks & Recreation Department.

5. The improvements funded through this grant will not require any additional operating and maintenance funding.

6. $60,120 in matching funds will be included in the project costs.  $55,100 of these funds will be available through the Parks Construction and Major Maintenance Fund.  The remainder of the match will be provided through staff time to administer the project, volunteers and plant material.

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is hereby authorized to make an application to the Recreational Trails Grant Program in the amount of $85,405.
