
ORDINANCE No.  179987
Authorize grant application for restoration and enhancement work at the confluence of Johnson Creek and Errol Creek to the Lower Columbia River Estuary Partnership in the amount of $42,437  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Water quality and watershed management is a key concern for the Portland Region in general and the Bureau of Environmental in particular.

2. The Bureau of Environmental Services (BES) Watershed and Environmental Management Group has developed watershed plans for the City. The Johnson Creek Restoration Plan (June 2001) lists the confluence of Johnson Creek and Errol Creek as one of the top eight highest priority restoration areas because of opportunities to restore riparian and floodplain habitat, enhance wildlife corridors, remove passage barriers, protect and restore tributaries and cool water springs, create off channel refuge, and encourage stream stewardship.

3. The Lower Columbia River Estuary Partnership (LCREP) offers grant funding for restoration and enhancement projects. BES has prepared a grant application to submit to LCREP requesting funding in the amount of $42,437 for restoration and enhancement work at the confluence of Johnson Creek and Errol Creek. Work will build upon prior restoration efforts in Lower Johnson Creek and Errol Heights Wetlands, and provide connectivity between these two locations. Project activities will create and restore approximately 550 feet of tributary habitat and enhance 1.0 acre of surrounding riparian and floodplain habitat at the Errol Creek confluence area.  

4. Total project cost is $393,338. LCREP requires a minimum 1:1 match for restoration projects. BES’s match for this project includes $159,426 in-kind staff time and cash match (in approved budgets and five year plans). Grants pending provide an additional $191,475 in match cash. LCREP funding will provide the necessary investment for this project to occur. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

The Commissioner of Public Utilities and Auditor are authorized to submit a grant application to LCREP in the amount of $42,437 for restoration and enhancement work at the confluence of Johnson Creek and Errol Creek.
