ORDINANCE No.

Direct the City not to accept new applications for the New Multiple-Unit Housing (NMUH) Property Tax Exemption Program until July 30, 2006  (Ordinance)
The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The Portland City Council adopted Chapter 3.104, Property Tax Exemption for New Multiple–Unit Housing, Title 3, Municipal Code of the City of Portland in 1975.

2. Chapter 3.104 establishes program criteria, a process for reviewing applications, and guidelines for program review and evaluation.
3. The City Council adopted Ordinance #179693 on October 19, 2005 directing city staff to not accept new applications for the NMUH Property Tax Exemption Program for 180 days and to review policy goals and fiscal impacts of the program and return to Council with recommendations within 180 days. 
4. The Bureau of Planning, the Office of Fiscal Administration, and the Portland Development Commission are in the process of conducting a review of the NMUH program, the program’s fiscal impacts, and preparing recommendations for new program guidelines.
5. City Council directs staff to provide stakeholders, including but not limited to the Planning Commission, the Housing and Community Development Commission, and the Portland Development Commission, the opportunity to review and comment on recommended program guidelines prior to presenting to City Council for formal action.
6. In order to provide adequate opportunity for public outreach and stakeholder review additional time is required.
7. The City Council recognizes that predictability in implementation of City policies and programs is essential to maintaining a positive business environment and attracting new investment to the City.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. Provisions of City Code Chapter 3.104 that require the city to accept and process new applications for the New Multiple Unit housing tax exemption program are hereby suspended until July 30, 2006. 

b. The City shall not accept new applications for the New Multiple-Unit housing tax exemption program until July 30, 2006. However, the City may continue to process applications that were submitted prior to the adoption of Ordinance # 179693.
