ORDINANCE  NO.  180000
Authorize a price agreements with Gateway Companies, Inc., Dell Marketing L.P. and Computer Technology Link Corp. for annual price agreements for desktop and notebook computer systems and computer servers  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
The Bureau of Purchases, through the City wide budget efficiencies effort, identified possible significant procurement savings through a strategic sourcing process.  The services provided support activities conducted by the Bureau of Purchases on this project.

2.
On May 5, 2004, the City Council passed Ordinance No 178377 authorizing the contract with Silver Oak Partners, Inc. d/b/a/ Silver Oak Solutions for Phase I of the analysis of spending by the City for goods and services, assessing strategic sourcing opportunities and on September 8, 2004, the City Council passed Ordinance No.178737 for Phase II of the strategic sourcing project.  

3. Additionally, on September 8, 2004, the City Council passed Ordinance No. 178738 that provided for class exemption from the competitive bidding requirements for strategic sourcing commodities.  Desktop computer systems and notebook computers were identified as commodities that could help the City create substantial savings over the life of the contract. 

4.
At the time, ORS 279.015(2) authorized the City Council to exempt certain commodities from the strict competitive bidding requirements as outlined in that chapter, provided that the exemption would not encourage favoritism in the award nor substantially diminish competition and that it would result in substantial cost savings.

5.
A Request for Proposals was issued on January 20, 2005 and seven (7) responses were received on February 14, 2005.  A selection committee comprising City staff as well as Silver Oak personnel reviewed and ranked the proposals from the responding firms.  Multiple rounds of negotiations were held with the seven contractors.
6.
The Request for Proposals included requirements in support of the City’s Sustainable Procurement Strategy.  These requirements include use of Energy Star equipment, environmental reporting, end-of-life management and recycling, and use reduction/elimination of toxic and hazardous constituents.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The Mayor and the City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute price agreements with Gateway 
Companies, Inc., Dell Marketing L.P., and Computer Technology Link Corp. (CTL) in a form 
substantially in accordance with the documents attached hereto as Exhibit A, Exhibit B and 
Exhibit C to the original of this Ordinance, and by reference made a part hereof.

b.
The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver checks payable to Gateway 
Companies, Inc., Dell Marketing L.P., and Computer Technology Link Corp. (CTL) in 
accordance with the payment terms of the price agreements, when demand is presented and 
approved by the proper authorities.
