ORDINANCE No.  180061
Authorize a contract and provide for payment for the development of the Holly Farm property into a neighborhood park  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland City Council adopted the Parks 2020 Vision in July of 2001.  One of the most important goals contained within that document is to “provide a basic, developed Neighborhood Park facility within a half mile (approximately 10 to 15 minute walk) of every Portland resident.  

2. The West Portland Park neighborhood, home to approximately 3,750 people and 1,350 families with children, has no developed neighborhood park land.  The nearest developed neighborhood park is 1.5 miles away, on the other side of I-5.

3. In 2001, Portland Parks & Recreation (PP&R), with guidance from the Parks 2020 Vision, supported the creation of the Portland Parks Foundation (PPF). This private, non-profit organization was founded to help preserve the legacy of Portland parks. The Foundation engages the community in support of Portland’s parks, operating in cooperation with individuals, businesses and foundations.

4. The PPF developed a Strategic Plan which focused on 1)Neighborhood Development - to provide all citizens access to neighborhood and community parks, and 2) Youth Development – to increase access to parks programs for low-income youth.

5. The City of Portland adopted Ordinance No. 177613 for agreement to purchase the 1.72 acre Holly Farm property, at 10819 SW Capitol Hwy, in southwest Portland. This property, purchased for $1,160,000, was acquired as a result of a partnership between PP&R, PPF, the Trust for Public Lands, Oregon Parks & Recreation Department, and the West Portland Park Neighborhood Association. Development of this property is to be dedicated for neighborhood park purposes.

6. To assist with the purchase of this property, PPF committed to the payment of a loan for $360,000 (+ 3% interest) to the City of Portland Bureau of Environmental Services Sewer System Operating Fund by October 31, 2005. 

7. The Portland Parks Foundation completed payment on the total loan amount on January 31, 2005 –    9 months ahead of schedule.

8. PPF took a lead role in the planning, design, and construction effort for this park. The Foundation has contracted with Walker Macy, landscape architects, for $108,500 to produce a park master plan and documents for construction. Walker Macy has generously donated an additional $45,000 in staff costs to this park development effort. Other contributors include KPFF - Civil Engineers, PAE Luma - Electrical Engineers, Zimmer Gunsul Frasca - Architects and Dreamland Skateparks, LLC - skatepark designers.

9. PPF, PP&R, Walker Macy and the West Portland Park Neighborhood Association worked collaboratively to develop a master plan for the Holly Farm property. 

10. Proposed improvements to the Holly Farm property include: new turf, play equipment, ADA accessibility path system, skatepark, landscaping, site furnishings, park shelter and street frontage improvements.
11. The development of the Holly Farm property, including street frontage improvements, is estimated at $1,062,000. Development funds have been secured through one-time funding by PDOT, private donations to the PPF, as well as a grant from the State of Oregon and their Local Government Grant Program. 

12. Funds are available through the PPF account and in the Parks Fund, Center Code 76610708. 

13. The Director of Portland Parks and Recreation estimates the annual on-going operations and maintenance cost at $54,800 per year. The PPF will continue to work towards securing private funds to pay for the projected O&M costs.

14. The Bureau requests that Council approve this neighborhood  park development.

NOW, THEREFORE, The Council Directs:

a. Commissioner Saltzman and the Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with the lowest responsible bidder for the project described in Section 1 hereof, in accordance with the plans and specifications to be filed with the Purchasing Agent.

b. Commissioner Saltzman and the Auditor hereby are authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Parks Fund when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.

c. In accepting responsibility for the new improvements, the Council acknowledges the need to identify annual on going maintenance funds estimated at $54,800 per year. The PPF will continue to work towards securing private funds to pay for these projected O&M costs.
