AMENDMENT NO. 1

Amend Contract No. 36356 between the City of Portland and Housing Authority of Portland (HAP) to increase the funding amount to provide additional funds to the Fresh Start Landlord Guarantee and the Relocation Program.  The purpose of this amendment is to increase the contract by $18,602 in Collins Foundation Grant funds for the Fresh Start Landlord Guarantee Fund and $28,669 CDBG funds for the Relocation Program, for a Contract total of $150,000 in Housing Investment Fund (HIF) funds and $18,602 Collins Foundation Grant funds for the Fresh Start Landlord Guarantee Fund, $25,000 in Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds for the administration of the Ready to Rent and Fresh Start Landlord Guarantee Funds, $9,600 in CDBG funds and $14,001 in General Fund for the administration of the Ready to Rent Program and $72,669 in CDBG funds for the Relocation Program. This amendment also revises some program guidelines and contract requirements.

1. The first sentence in Section I.A.2 is amended to read:

Sub-recipient will administer the Fresh Start Landlord Guarantee Fund in the amount of $168,602 within Multnomah County on behalf of the City of Portland.  

2. Section I.A.2.a.1.q is amended to read:

HAP receives client intake information including demographic data required by BHCD per Attachment B, Fresh Start program exit data, and 3, 6 and 12 month housing stability from agencies and tabulates for quarterly reports to BHCD.

3. Section I.B.1 is amended to read:

Ready to Rent Landlord Guarantee Fund Administration:  
1. The City has a contract with the State of Oregon, Housing and Community Services (OHCS) in an amount of $156,000 for the purpose of inducing landlords to offer housing to persons who have participated in the Ready to Rent program, but who otherwise might not be deemed by landlords as acceptable tenants.  Administration of this fund in addition to the administration of the Fresh Start Landlord Guarantee Fund will be covered under this Contract to cover the cost of administration, including staffing.

4. Section I.D is amended to read: 

1. Administer the Relocation Program in accordance with the Relocation Program Policies and Procedures issued by BHCD (new Attachment F, as attached).

2. Collect housing stability data from relocated households at 6 and 12 months.

3. Attachment A, referenced in Section II. A, is revised as attached.

4. Section II.E is amended to read: 

It is agreed that total compensation shall not exceed TWO HUNDRED EIGHTY-NINE THOUSAND, EIGHT HUNDRED SEVENTY-TWO DOLLARS ($289,872). Contract total and total compensation does not include $156,000 Ready to Rent Landlord Guarantee from the State of Oregon because those funds are available on a reimbursement basis only to the City, the funds are not in the City’s possession.

5. Section V. B is amended to read:

A quarterly report including the following information:
· Summary of Relocation Program 6 and 12 month housing stability data received from relocated households.

· Summary of Fresh Start Intake, program exit and 3, 6 and 12 month housing stability data received from agencies.

· Summary of any outcome data collected for Ready to Rent required by OHCS (see attachment E).

· Summary demographics for participants by program (see Attachment B)

· A narrative that discusses accomplishments and challenges faced in administering all of the programs in this contract

Quarterly reports are due 30 days after the end of the quarter – October 31, 2005, January 31, 2006, and April 30, 2006.
6. Section V.C is amended to read:

A final report summarizing the year’s program demographics and outcomes including a narrative on the program accomplishments and challenges due July 31, 2006 prior to payment of the final invoice. Final report includes a cumulative demographics report for all programs (see Attachment B).

All other terms and conditions of Contract No. 36356 between the City of Portland and HAP shall remain the same.

Relocation Program Policies and Procedures

Updated 4-4-2006

The City of Portland Bureau of Housing and Community Development (BHCD) has contracted with the Housing Authority of Portland (HAP) to provide relocation services to low-income renters living in units with a variety of habitability issues. 

Purpose

The purpose of the Relocation Program is to provide assistance to low-income households of Portland (under 50% median family income) who need to relocate due to:

1. Actions taken to enforce the City of Portland’s Dangerous Building, Fire and Property Maintenance Codes, including vacate orders issued by the City’s Code Hearings Officer as a result of Hearing Cases from Bureau of Development Services (BDS), Office of Neighborhood Involvement – Neighborhood Inspections (ONI) and Fire Bureau because of unsafe housing conditions.

2. Displacement due to fire that renders a unit uninhabitable.

3. A child six years of age and under in the household has been identified through a confirmatory vena puncture have an elevated blood level at or above 15 (g/dL and a Multnomah County Health Department environmental investigation has determined lead in the home contributed to the poisoning. 

4. A pregnant woman in the household has been identified through a confirmatory vena puncture to have an elevated blood level at or above 15 (g/dL and a State DHS environmental investigation has determined lead in the home contributed to the poisoning. 

5. One or more members of the household has been documented to have a serious health threat by a physician or neighborhood health clinic due to a documented mold problem in the unit and the unit has been cited for violations of Title 29 of the City Code.

General Eligibility

1. The household must rent their unit (household can not own the unit they are being relocated from). 

2. The household must meet the definition of a renter under Oregon Landlord Tenant law.

3. Households must reside in the City of Portland and have a household income under 50% median family income. See income table below. (Median family income is updated annually by HUD typically in March.)

Relocation Services

The relocation fund can be used to pay for reasonable relocation expenses including the following:

1. Interim shelter cost

2. Unit application fees

3. Move-in costs such as security and cleaning deposits

4. First months rent

5. Moving expenses for relocation within Multnomah, Washington, Clackamas Counties in Oregon or Clark County, Washington, such as a moving truck or a moving service in cases where household is unable to physically pack and load boxes and furniture.

The current limit of total financial assistance per household is $1,500 for single individual, $2,000 for a couple, and $2,500 for a family. HAP has the ability to waive the limit if appropriate.

Administration

Vacate Notices Requirements and Procedures

1. HAP will require a referral from BDS, ONI, or the Fire Bureau when a building closure or vacate order is issued because of unsafe housing conditions.

2. Once HAP has received a referral, they will send relocation assistance information to the household and contact the household for an intake appointment. At the intake appointment HAP will gather eligibility information. If eligibility is confirmed, HAP will begin providing the relocation services listed above in the “Relocation Services” section.

Fire Displacement Requirement and Procedures

1. HAP will require a referral from the Fire Bureau when a housing unit has been made uninhabitable by a fire and the household is displaced. 

2. Once HAP has received a referral, they will send relocation assistance information to the household and contact the household for an intake appointment. At the intake appointment HAP will gather eligibility information. If eligibility is confirmed, HAP will begin providing the relocation services listed above in the “Relocation Services” section.

3. HAP will coordinate with the Red Cross to provide relocation assistance to households displaced by fire. 

Lead Relocation Requirements and Procedures
1. HAP will require a referral from the Multnomah County Health Department or the State of Oregon Department of Human Services when an environmental investigation has determined that lead hazards in the home have contributed to an elevated blood lead level of 15 mg/dL or higher in a child under the age of six or a pregnant woman. 

2. Households must be willing to relocate to a housing unit built after 1978 because that is the only way to ensure the family is moving into a lead safe unit.

3. Once HAP has received a referral, they will send relocation assistance information to the household and contact the household for an intake appointment. At the intake appointment HAP will gather eligibility information. If eligibility is confirmed, HAP will begin providing the relocation services listed above in the “Relocation Services” section.

3. Property owners will receive a copy of the environmental investigation from the Multnomah County Health Department or the Oregon Department of Human Services.  There are currently no enforcement mechanisms requiring property owners to specifically address lead-based paint.

Mold Relocation Requirements and Procedures

1. Requirements

A. HAP will only consider relocating households referred to them by ONI and CAT once an inspection has been completed and mold cited as a violation of Title 29 of the City Code.

B. To be eligible for relocation assistance, an individual in the household must have a written statement by a health care professional that they have sought diagnosis and treatment of symptoms thought to be possibly attributable to mold.

4. Procedures

A. General requests for information on relocation assistance for mold should be directed to the Community Alliance of Tenants. CAT will counsel callers on landlord obligations for maintaining habitability and explain the three requirements for receiving relocation assistance through HAP listed above. The information provided by CAT will include:

· Options for working with property owner to address mold and possible legal consequences (retaliation, eviction, responsibility to inform property owner, breaking leases to move, withholding rent, etc.) 

· Eligibility for relocation program and steps to pursue program. Refer to Multnomah County Health Department for mold health and list of medical resources for diagnosing mold related symptoms, tenant behavior, proper landlord remediation issues).

· A referral to Greig Warner, Multnomah County Environmental Health to discuss the health implications of mold and how to properly remove it.

B. When a household has a doctor note, an ONI inspection citing mold, and has been counseled by CAT, they can be referred to HAP for relocation assistance if they desire to be relocated.

C. Once HAP has received a referral, they will send relocation assistance information to the household and contact the household for an intake appointment. At the intake appointment HAP will gather eligibility information including the communication with the property owner or manager requesting the mold to be addressed and document of health issue related to mold. If eligibility is confirmed, HAP will begin providing the relocation services listed above in the “Relocation Services” section.
