ORDINANCE No.  180101
Amend Intergovernmental Agreement with Oregon Department of Transportation for Springwater Corridor

Three Bridges improvement project  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 51912)
The City of Portland ordains:
Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. An IGA was executed with Oregon Department of Transportation  (ODOT) in November 2002 by the Commissioner-in-Charge of Portland Parks and Recreation.  Local Agency agreement No. 19484 provided $4,209,000 of Transportation Equity Act of the 21st Century (TEA-21) funding for the performance of work on the Springwater Corridor Three Bridges improvements.

2. Portland Parks & Recreation and Metro have been jointly working to implement the Springwater Corridor between SE 17th Ave and Ochoco St and west of the Union Pacific Railroad where the existing Springwater Corridor currently ends.  Construction is underway.

3. Transportation Equity Act of the 21st Century (TEA-21) funding has been approved by ODOT in the amount of $4,209,000.  The State’s contribution per this amendment shall not exceed $200,000.

4. Staff has arrived at an Amendment to the Local Agency Agreement, substantially similar to that herein attached as Exhibit A to this ordinance, with ODOT for the performance of work on the Springwater Corridor Three Bridges improvements. 

5. Local match is required by the conditions attached to the funding.  Match has been in place committed through the $250,000 deposit from the City to LGIP account 5164, Project  number 5900 (152) on Feb. 3, 2005.
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council Directs:

a.  The Commissioner in charge of Portland Parks and Recreation or his designee is authorized to execute Amendment #1 to Local Agency Agreement No. 19484, substantially similar to that attached hereto as Exhibit A, with the Oregon Department of Transportation in order to allow the performance of work on the Springwater Corridor Three Bridges.

b. The Commissioner in charge of Portland Parks and Recreation or his designee is authorized to give any notices or acceptances, to take any action, and, once approved as to form by the City Attorney, to execute on behalf of the City any document necessary to protect the City's rights or carry out the City's responsibilities under the Agreement.
