ORDINANCE No. 180671 AS AMENDED
Amend Portland Renewable Fuels Standard to reflect acceptable biodiesel feedstocks, clarify definitions, and adjust implementation schedules (Ordinance; amends Code Chapter 16.60). 

The City of Portland ordains:

SECTION 1.  The Council finds:

1. On July 12, 2006 the Portland City Council approved a Renewable Fuels Standard requiring all diesel sold in the City of Portland to contain a minimum 5% biodiesel, and all gasoline sold in the City of Portland to contain a minimum 10% ethanol.
2. The July 12, 2006 ordinance required the creation of an implementation work group consisting of members representing the petroleum industry, biofuels industry, farmers, and environmental organizations.
3. The implementation work group thoroughly discussed the elements of the Renewable Fuels Standard and made recommendations on changes to implementation schedules and definitions in the ordinance.

4. Palm Oil should not be considered a viable feedstock for Portland biodiesel use due to Portland’s climate and the high temperature of its gel point, and the negative impacts on the environment that results from its harvest in some parts of the world.
5. Biodiesel feedstock from the Genera Brassica, Camelina, Heliathus or Carthamus should be considered a favorable feedstock for Portland biodiesel use due to the low gel-point temperature of biodiesel produced from these feedstocks.

6. Biodiesel produced from recycled cooking oil should be considered favorable for Portland biodiesel use due to the sustainability benefits of recycling products to meet our energy needs.

7. The regional availability of cooking oil and feedstock from the Genera Brassica, Camelina, Heliathus and Carthamus limits the amount of energy expended in transporting feedstock and finished biodiesel to Portland for consumption. 
8. Adjusting implementation dates allows for smoother transition for the multiple parties in the fuel supply chain to successfully comply with the regulations of Chapter 16.60.
9. Clarifying definitions allows the multiple parties in the fuel supply chain to better understand their individual responsibilities in complying with the regulations of Chapter 16.60.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a. Portland City Code Chapter 16.60 is amended as shown in Exhibit A.

b. The Bureau of Development Services shall notify all known fuel distributors, resellers, retailers, nonretail dealers or wholesale purchaser-consumers of the requirements of Portland City Code Chapter 16.60 on or before January 15, 2007.
