ORDINANCE No. 181910
*Amend then terminate Intergovernmental Agreement with State of Oregon for parking pay stations at Portland State Office Building  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 52730)
The City of Portland ordains:


Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. On October 11, 2006, City Council approved Ordinance No. 180519 authorizing intergovernmental agreement No. 52730 with the State of Oregon regarding the installation, maintenance, professional management and purchase of parking pay stations.
2. The state wishes to terminate this agreement and replace the meters with another type; however, the terms of the current agreement would require that they pay the full amount for the meters.  The state has requested and PDOT is willing to allow the state to relinquish the meters back to the city without further payment; this requires an amendment to the current agreement before we can terminate the agreement.
3. The state wishes to replace these meters at the earliest opportunity.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
That the Commissioner-in-Charge and Auditor are authorized to execute an amendment and termination of this agreement as attached in Exhibits A and B.
Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because the state wishes to replace these meters at the earliest opportunity; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
