ORDINANCE NO.  182171
*Authorize a sole source contract with Cascade Sierra Solutions for $199,000 to open an Environmental Protection Agency SmartWay Technology Outreach Center to promote diesel fuel saving technologies  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains: 

SECTION 1.  The Council finds that: 

1. The Sustainable City Principles direct City elected officials and staff to “use resources efficiently and reduce demand for natural resources, like energy. . .” and “act locally to reduce adverse global impacts of . . . ozone depletion and global warming, and support and implement innovative programs that maintain and promote Portland’s leadership as a sustainable city.”
2. The City is acting as a pass-through partner for Cascade Sierra Solutions to receive funds through Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) and the Federal Highway Administration for Congestion Mitigation Air Quality (CMAQ) program.
3. The CMAQ program, jointly administered by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA), was reauthorized in 2005 under the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, and Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU).
4. The Portland outreach center is one of seven being established along the I-5 corridor.  It shall be strategically located at Oregon’s largest truck stops which service over 1,000 trucks daily with fuel and stopover services as trucks move along the two Interstate highways (I-5 and I-84) that intersect in Portland.  Funding sources supplied by Oregon Department of Transportation (for which the City of Portland is the pass-through partner and triggers the need for this Sole Source request), Oregon Department of Energy, California Air Resources Board and the EPA are accessed by truck owners in preparation for equipment purchases that are coordinated at the outreach center.  In one year of operation, the outreach center is expected to serve over 1,000 truck owners with various services ranging from financial assistance, equipment selection and installation, to regulatory compliance. From the outreach center, truck owners identify equipment to upgrade trucks to meet fuel efficiency and exhaust emission standards mandated in Oregon, Washington and California.
5. Cascade Sierra Solutions is the only contractor in the country providing the services as outlined in this scope. It is a very specialized project, and Cascade Sierra Solutions has brokered highly complex funding relationships to make this showcase project possible across three state lines and countless jurisdictions boundaries.

6. To determine that Cascade Sierra Solutions is the only source for this scope of work, OSD has researched on the internet, and spoke with representatives of Metro, Oregon Department of Energy and Portland Office of Transportation. Cascade Sierra Solutions is recognized nationally by the Environmental Protection Agency for its unique approach.
7. There are no firms listed in the Oregon State M/W/ESB Certified Firms Directory who provide any service close to what Cascade Sierra Solutions does.

8. This is a sole source contract that is being acquired as an exception to the policies and procedures identified PCC 5.68 and the PTE Manual.
9. Funding for the proposed contract will be reimbursed to the City through the ODOT local agency certification program. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to execute this sole source contract with Cascade Sierra Solutions substantially similar to the contract attached hereto as Exhibit A.
b. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to pay for said contract through ODOT payments for the CMAQ program, when demand is presented and approved by the proper authorities.
SECTION 2.

The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in approval of this agreement will result in delays in the implementation of this program; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
