ADMINISTRATIVE SEARCH WARRANT FOR COMMERCIAL PREMISES

TO:
Any Fire Inspector and Police Officer employed by the City of Portland:


GREETINGS:

Information on oath having been laid before me on this date:

J. Daniel Stewart is employed as a District Fire Inspector by the City of Portland, Bureau of Fire, Rescue and Emergency Services.

In his/her capacity as a District Fire Inspector, J. Daniel Stewart based on City Code requirements, requests, permission to inspect the property located at 10130 N Portland Road, Portland, Multnomah County, Oregon and occupied by Harrison Light for compliance with the City Fire Code. 

The property at the above address is described as: 10130 N Portland Road, Portland, Multnomah County, Oregon is approximately a 60 feet by 120 feet masonry commercial building.  It is approximately 30 feet tall.  Side 1 faces the north and has one roll-up overhead door with a man door built into the roll-up door.  The man door is on the right side of the roll-up door. (Next to the 1-2 corner)  There is a ventilation fan built into the building at about the 18 to 20 feet from the ground.  The fan size is about 3 feet by 3 feet.  There is a sign directly over the overhead door that states “CARAVAN WEAVING LOOMS.”  On the upper right-hand corner of side 1 there is a sign that states “CLIPPER CRAFT WOODEN BOATS LAPSTRAKE DORIES.”  Directly below the sign that states “CLIPPER CRAFT WOODEN BOATS LAPSTRAKE DORIES” is the alarm bell and the fire department connection.  Side 2 is only visible from the railroad tracks; I have not been on that side.  Side 3 is the south side and it has a smaller overhead door. There is a ventilation fan built into the building at about the 18 to 20 feet from the ground.  The fan size is about 3 feet by 3 feet.  At one time there was a generator on the outside of side 3.  Side 3 is slightly visible from Portland Road when you are north bound.  Side 4 faces the west, and is the addressed side of the building.  It faces Portland Road and has no openings.

The request to inspect the property at 10130 N Portland Road, Portland, Multnomah County, Oregon  was made under the City’s mandatory fire prevention inspection program entitled, “Commercial Building Inspection Program.”  The program is authorized by the City Code, PCC 31.90.  The program is executed according to a systematic building inspection plan by the City’s Bureau of Fire, Rescue and Emergency Services.  Violations are not personal, but rather against the business and enforcement is by civil penalties and City’s Code Hearings Officer process.  This inspection and request for an administrative search warrant falls under the provisions of ORS 476.160(2)(c).

It appearing that probable cause exists for the issuance of an administrative warrant,

YOU ARE HEREBY COMMANDED, with any necessary assistance of police officers of the City of Portland, Oregon, to use whatever reasonable force is necessary to gain access to the property and the interior of the occupancy, including the interior of any accessory structure, the interior of the yards (fenced and unfenced), of the property located 10130 N Portland Road, Portland, Multnomah County, Oregon for the purpose of inspecting the property, the interior and exterior of the occupancy and all accessory structures under the control of the occupant for compliance with the provisions of PCC 31.90, and for the purpose of making a written report and, if necessary, a photographic record of interior and exterior areas of the building, the yard areas and uses.  This search warrant shall be executed and the initial inspection completed within ten (10) working days from the date of issuance.  It may be served on any day of the week between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m. and shall be valid for up to five (5) working days from the date of inspection to provide sufficient time for the Portland Bureau of Fire, Rescue and Emergency Services to complete the paperwork, develop the film, and mail or hand-deliver a Notice of Violation letter, if necessary, to the persons exercising dominion and control over the premises located at 10130 N Portland Road, Portland, Multnomah County, Oregon
