A few notes on PGE/Enron's Low Income Wax tariff

PGE has finally made good on their merger agreement with low income agencies for a stepped up wx program.  My info is sketchy, but here it is:

roughly 75% rebates, no maximum limit

much  more generous cost effective calculations

Cap agencies think they'll make money on some jobs

What does this means for Pdx.?

Since many lower income homes are fossil fuel, much attention will come to multifamily.  This combined with the recent increase in income limits -- $1600 for two -- will bring a lot more low income business to the apt sector.

What we should do:  Start screening for low income/lower income properties.  We'll probably recommend/refer more of our "regular" income jobs over to them.

Still have to find out more about their criteria for being "low income".. What % of units need to qualify.  Do they do windows.  BETC pass through.  Owner contributions.  etc.

I meet with Brodbeck next week.  Will talk then.
