Autliorize an lntergovernme¡ital Agreement with TriMet fbr rnaintenarlce of the I-205 Light Rail 
Project in City right-of-way (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council fincls: 

t.	 In June 2008, by Ordinance No. 181955, the City Council authorized a Design and 
Construction Management Services Agreement (Agreernent) between tlie Tri-County 
Metropolitan Transportation District of Oregon (TriMet) and the City of Portlancl (City) for 
the I-205 Light Rail Project (Project). 

2.	 As part of the Project, rail tracks and certain other structures have been construoted, operated 
aud maintained in the public right-of-way of adjacent to the I-205 freeway witliin the City's
jurisdiction from NE Glisan Street to SE Clatsop Street. 

J.	 Construction is cornplete, and the Project opened for passenger service in Septernber 2009. 
The Project is in the final phase of closerout. 

4.	 TriMet has made certain bettennents to the City's public right-of-way in the locations where 
the rail has been placed, as well as reducing the City's costs for maintenance of the subject 
aÍea. 

5.	 The City and TriMet have entered into the Banfield Light Rail Project Maintenance 
Agreement dated May 14, 1985, describing the parties'respective nraintenance 
responsibilities related to the Banfield Light Rail Project (Banfield Maintenance Agreernent). 
The parties have also entered a Westside Light Rail Project Maintenance Agreernent dated 
April 1994 which described their respective maintenance obligations related to the Westside 
Light Rail Project. Most recently, the parties have entered into an Interstate MAX Light Rail 
Project Maintenance agreement dated January 2006, that describes maintenance obligations 
related to the Interstate MAX Light Rail Project. 

6.	 The City and TriMet now desire to describe ancl agree to their respective lnaintenance 
responsibilities for facilities in public right-oÊway constructed by the Project, which will take 
effect uporl execution of this Agreement.
