*Authorize the Bureau of Environmental Services to purchase a fee interest in property under the City's 
eminent domain authority as all alternative to an easement acquisition tlilough conclemnation litigation 
(Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section l. The Council fincls: 

1. 	 The City entered into an Arnended Stipulation and Final Order (ASFO) with the Oregon Department of 
Environmental Quality to reduce combined sewer overflow (CSO) discharges into the Willarnette River 
by December 2011. 

2. 	 On December 10, 2008, City Council passecl Ordinance No. 182400 authorizing the comlnencernent of 
condemtration proceeclings to acquire easernent interests in several ploperties for the Balch 
Consolidation Concluit, Project No. 5510, and a necessaly element of the City's recotnlnended CSO 
Management Plan to meet the ASFO. 

3 . In the course of negotiations with the property owners at 2439 NW 22nc1 Avenue, also referenced as 

lN1E28CA, tax lot 3900, they have proposed the sale of their'0.46 acle parcel of land to the City of 
Portland as they coutencl that the easements the City needs will significantly impact the lernainder value 
of their property. 

4. 	 The City Attorney's Offìce recomrìends this purchase l¡ecause litigating tl-re value of the easelnents in 
question will likely cost more than buying the ploperty outlight in light of the fact the property o\ryners 
have acceptecl the City's valuation of their ploperty. 

5. 	 Funcls are available in the Sewer Systern Operating Fund, FY 2009-10 Buclget, Bureau of Environrnental 
Services, SAP No. 7TR8S0000238, Project No. 5510. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a. 	 That the Director of the Bureau of Environmental Services ancl/or City Attorney are authorizecl, for 
pulposes of settlement of conclemnation, Multnomah County Case No. 090607508, to acquire the entire 
palcel clescribcd as follows: 

A tract of lancl situated in the southwest one-quarter of Section 28, TlN, RlE, W.M., in the City of 
Portlancl, County of Multnomah, State of Olegon, said tract being those parcels of land clescribecl in 
Document No. 2003-057087, attachecl as Exhibit A and depictecl on Exhibit B attached hereto ancl by 
tliis refèrence made a part heleof. 
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b. The Auditor is authorized to draw and deliver a warrant in favor of:

in the amount of $772,975 for purchase of the above described property. The warrant is to be charged to 
the Bureau of Environmental Services, Sewerage Operating Fund, SAP No. 7TR8S0000238, Project No. 
5510. 

Section 2. TheCouncil declares that an emergency exists because any delay in property acquisition may result 
in a construction delay of a consolidation conduit,.and impact the overall project completion including the risk 
of additional construction costs associated with delay; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and 
effect from and after its passage by the Council.
