Allegation 1: Officer A made disrespectful remarks about Complainant and a woman with whom he had been speaking, and about Complainant’s place of residence. 

Recommended Finding: Unproven With Debriefing.

CRC Recommendation: Sustained
· There were several points that CRC members brought up for discussion:
· Police protocols on searching a person as well as documenting confiscated items –  The officer did not provide Mr. McCorvey with a receipt when he confiscated Mr. McCorvey’s pipe
· The police officer asking the appellant whether if he was a “pimp” - Chief Reese supported the officer’s decision to question the appellant since he was in a well known prostitution area.  In this case, a debriefing will help the officer improving his customer service skills

· The credibility of the officer’s statement regarding a white woman the officer claimed that he saw Mr.  McCorvey was talking to.  Mr. McCorvey claimed that the officer made that up

· Public comments: 
· Dan Handelman recommended CRC members to send the case to City Council to test the system
· Several other comments suggested Mr. McCorvey was targeted because of his race
· Paris and Rivera will not vote due to insufficient knowledge of the case
· CRC Conference Hearing resulted in a tie vote onto continue challenging the case:
· Silver: Yes – Officer was discourteous to Mr. McCorvey
· Giscombe: Yes – The Chief letter did not satisfy his questions during the appeal hearing
· Denecke: No – Chief Reese letter was not disrespectful. Stereotyping came from both side
· Troy: No – agreed with Denecke that both sides were stereotyping
· Dunham: No –  Regretted that desperate treatment was not investigated in this case
· Bissonnette: Yes – officer A violated Police policy due to the officer using the word “pimp”
· Due to a tie vote (3 yes, 3 no) CRC members were unable to produce a majority decision under CRC’s protocol which required a “majority vote” to be able to move the case to City Council for further consideration.  CRC Chair Troy ruled that the case is closed
