                                       Allegation that Sergeant A acted in an unprofessional manner while off-duty
· Lt. Jeff Bell Explained IA side of the investigation:

· Complainant identified Sergeant A at the Shamrock run as the person who flashed his gun during a previous altercation 
· IA investigator was able to acquires records of Sergeant A’s gym check in times during the relevant time period
· Director Severe explained IPR side of the investigation:

· The case processing timeline took only 106 days compare to the benchmark of 137 days
· CRC members raised several questions:

· Mr. Rivera asked about whether IA investigator looked into Sergeant A’s car rental history, car maintenance history, and gun registration

· Mr. Bissonnette asked about other findings options 
· Dr. Silver questioned why the findings wasn’t “exonerated” since Assistant Chief O’dea, the RU Manager agreed that Sergeant A wasn’t involved in any way
· Chair Troy raised the issue of the Sergeant A driving a vehicle with dealership license plate 
· TJ Browning expressed an interest on behalf of the appellant to go through mediation process
· CRC Members voted to schedule an Appeal Hearing on January 8th at 5:30pm
