From Pg. 3-4: Use of Deadly Force Workgroup (Mr. Denecke):  The workgroup met on April 17 with Captain Alexander and SERT and had a thorough discussion of SERT’s use of force policies.  A meeting will be scheduled in May, and on June 11 the workgroup will meet with Dr. Garritsen regarding her role in use of force issues.  Mr. Denecke added that he and Mr. Bigham met with City Commissioner Steve Novick.   

June 5, 2013 Minutes:
Use of Deadly Force Workgroup (Mr. Denecke):  The workgroup met on 4/17/13 with Captain Alexander of SERT.  The workgroup will next meet on Tuesday, 6/11/13, at 3:00 p.m. in the Auditor’s Conference room with Dr. Lisa Gerritsen from PPB training to discuss the role of hostage negotiation and crisis intervention training in the implementation of use of force and use of deadly force.  

June 11, 2013 Minutes:

Pg. 16: Chair Troy: “I’m really clear that it would beyond our scope to consider [the witness’s]  testimony.  What I’m not clear on is whether or not – I’m curious about the response.  [The witness] has alleged not only ‘no f-ing way’ but then calls her a ‘black b____,’ which, if that is true, would likely be a manifestation of disparate treatment, and whether or not the powers that be on this side of the equation want to do a thorough investigation into that or would like us to proceed forward.  So that’s why I was trying to offer an opportunity, and I don’t need an answer right now… but it seems new information that is relevant to at least one allegation that’s before us – rudeness – and could go beyond that.”
