                                         Allegation that that Officers A, B, C, and Sergeant D inappropriate force toward the appellant            

                                         during his arrest on July 9, 2013
· Director Severe provided IPR side of the investigation:

· Appellant came to IPR office with his mother 12 hours after the incident
· IPR investigator was able to take photos of the appellant’s injuries during the interview
· IPR also collected the appellant’s police “after action” report, VCAD information, video from MCDC, and a discharge report from Legacy Emanuel
· Investigator Accornero provided IA side of the investigation:

· Incident was documented in the police report and the police “after action” report
· Accornero received the case on August 21, 2013
· Accornero received the intake interview transcript from IPR on August 27 and found some inconsistencies made by the appellant in his interview with IPR and needed to do a follow up interview
· Accornero called the appellant on September 12 and 13 and left messages in an attempt to do a follow up interview 

· Accornero also sent a certified letter to the appellant to request a phone interview

· Acconero was able to interview the appellant on September 16, but the appellant hung up halfway through the interview

· Accornero interviewed the involved officers on September 20

· Accornero made attempts to call the appellant again on October 8 and 9

· Appellant left a voicemail on October 11  and requested to have his mother be present at the interview 
· Appellant’s mother called on October 17 and try to set up an interview 
· Appellant’s mother Jeri Williams made some comments on behalf of her son:
· Police report said he was not injured when he has marks all over his body

· She does not understand why her 105 pounds son was handled by 4 people
· The allegation of excessive force should be that the police beaten the appellant up, not restraining him with a hobble

· Why did the appellant not receive any medical care after he was arrested?

· Ms. Williams would like to delay the appeal hearing until June 
· Ms. Williams also requested an APA and a representative from the National Lawyers Guild to help her son go through the appeals process
