Discussion:  Proposed Changes to Police Oversight Ordinance
Auditor LaVonne Griffin-Valade and Commissioner Randy Leonard are jointly proposing significant enhancements to IPR’s oversight of the Portland Police Bureau. City Council will hear the proposed code changes on Thursday, 
March 18, 2010, at 2 pm in Council Chambers. 

This is a special CRC meeting to discuss the proposal in detail with Auditor LaVonne Griffin-Valade, IPR Director Mary-Beth Baptista, and IPR Assistant Director Constantin Severe, as well as answer questions from CRC and the public. 
 

The proposed reforms aim to strengthen IPR’s ability to do independent investigations and increase IPR’s authority in cases investigated by the Portland Police Bureau. It proposes replacing the current Performance Review and Use of Force Boards with a more transparent “Police Review Board.”
