Purpose of proposed legislation and background information: 
A Plan for Preserving and Expanding Affordable Arts Space in Portland recommended 
changes the 2% for Art Program, and the 2018 RACC audit recommended increased clarity 
about City goals and about roles and responsibilities between the City and RACC. Along 
with grants and the Arts Tax, Percent for Art is a core program administered by RACC. 

The proposed changes address both the Plan and the audit and will: 

(1) expand eligible uses of the 2% funds to include Creative Space and more clearly 
allow activities like artists-in-residence; 

(2) clarify the Code so that Council, bureaus, and RACC understand who is accountable 
for which parts of the program and who has decision-making authority at certain 
junctures; 

(3) explicitly prioritize underserved communities' access to art.
