Checking On Crime in the Neighborhood

This year the Portland Police Bureau initiated a new tool that enables residents to view detailed crime maps of the neighborhood and the City of Portland. CrimeMapper, an interactive mapping site, creates maps from a database of Part 1Crimes created specifically for CrimeMapper from the Portland Police Data System. CrimeMapper also creates detailed graphs and reports that display crime data by month, day of week, and time of day. 

To check on crimes committed with a quarter mile radius of a home or business, go Internet site: http://www.gis.ci.portland.or.us/maps/police.  Once at the site, type in the address you want to check.  Click on ‘mapping’, then ‘advanced mapping’, then read the instructions and ‘accept’.  Type in the address at the prompt and ‘search’.  Click on the icon in the address box.  You should see a map of your neighborhood.  You can now ‘check boxes’ for reported crimes committed nearby and see a map with the crime locations indicated. Use the zoom feature to look at nearby neighborhoods.

The goal of neighborhood crime mapping is to reduce crime and the fear of crime, and improve livability in Portland’s neighborhoods. By providing tools that help identify and track neighborhood crime, the community and the police can work together to develop effective crime prevention and problem solving strategies. These strategies can be targeted on problems before they develop into more serious situations that require additional police services or that negatively influence livability in our neighborhoods.
