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ORDINANCE NO. 

An Ordinance vacating all that portion of SE 8th Avenue lying between the 
south line of SE Morrison Street and the north line of SE Belmont Street, 
under certain conditions. 

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section l. The Council finds: 

1. First State Bank of Oregon on January 29, 1979 filed a petition to 
vacate all that portion of SE 8th Avenue lying between the south 
line of SE Morrison Street and the north line of SE Belmont Street. 

2. The petition states the reason for the vacation is to provide 
additional off-street parking for adjacent commercial properties. 

3. The vacat'ion is recommended by the Commissioner of Public \•Jorks 
under certain conditions set forth in the directive action below. 

4. In accordance with O.R.S. 271.100, the Council fixed a time and 
place for public hearing before the Council; the Auditor pub.lished 
notice thereof; and pasted notice ·i 11 the area proposed to be 
vacated. 

5. Other procedural require111ents of O.R.S. 271 have been complied with 
and the Council IHwing 1ie·1ct a publk hearing October 10, 1979, and 
all objections filed against said VJcation were heard by the 
Counci 1; the matter \~as continued to October 17, 1979 at v,hi ch time 
the Council referred the matter to the Planning Commission; the 
matter was rescheduled for Council consideration on December 26, 
1979 and was again continued to Januury 17, 1980 at which time the 
vacation was approved; that the remonstrances against the vacation 
were overruled and by this ordinance are specifically overruled, 
and it is in the public interest that said street be vacated. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs: 

a. All that portion of SE 8th Avenue lying between the south line of 
SE Morrison Street and the north line of SE Belmont Street, is 
hereby vacated .. 

b. The vacation of the above described street area is granted subject 
to the following conditions and restrictions: 

(1) That the petitioner pay to the City the sum of $409.00, this 
being the costs of processing the vacation in excess of the 
$200.00 already paid. 

( 2) Nothing contained herein shall cause or require the removal 
or abandonment of any sewer or gas main, conduit of any kind, 
wire, pole or thing used, or intended to be used for any 
public service, (with the exception of water facilities, for 
which no easements are reserved) and the right hereby is re-
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setved for the owner of any such utility or thing to main­
tain, continue, repair, reconstruct, renew, place, rebuild, 
and/or enlarge any and all such things; that no building or 
structure of any kind shall be built or erected within a 
distance of ten feet from the centerline of any such utility, 
except \~Hh the prior written consent of the City Engineer 
and the owner of the utility and that any and all contem­
plated building pluns in said vacated area shall be submitted 
for apµroval to the City Engineer and to the Director of the 
Burem1 of Buildings, t.o the end that such construction may 
be sa adjusted with reference to all public utilities in said 
area as to cause a 111ini111u111 of danger or inconvenience to the 
public ~\11d to the owner of such utility and to protect and 
presor.ve the same as presently constructed or hereinafter 
reconstructed, rene\vecl, replaced and/or enlarged. 

(3) That the petitionerµ~, all costs of modification of existing 
water facilities as required by the Chief Engineer, Bureau of 
Water \forks. 

(4) That the petitioner pay all costs of the removal or relocation 
of an existin~J street light as required by the City Engineer. 

(5) That the petH·io11cr ll9t'ee that unobstructed pedestrian passage 
thrnu~Jh the vucutecl areil bet1veL~n SE Belmont Street and SE 
Mort' i son St rect 1~il l be a 11 mvecl. 

(6) That the pet·itioner, w'itll the ass·istance of the City and Tri­
Met, will inst'itute a transit and carpool incentive program 
for its employees~ 

(7) That the petHioner pay all costs of intersection reconstruc­
tion at both the SE Belmont and SE Morrison Street ends of 
the portion of SE 8th Avenue here·i11 vacated as required by 
the City Engineer. 

(8) The sum of $11,258.00 in cash be deposited by the petitioner 
with the City Treasurer in a trust fund, or a corporate surety 
bond in the above amount and approved by the City be posted 
in 1 i eu thereof to cover the es l: fo1uted cost of improvements 
required by the City En~1ineer. Upon completion of the work 
by and at the expense of the pc t'I L 'ioners, and in accordance 
w"ith plans furnished by the City Engineer, said sum of 
$11,258.00 will be r8.funded or tll~~ surety bond will be re-
l eased. In the event the cash clt.~pos it or bond is not suffi -
cient to cover the costs of reco11struction as required by the 
City Engineer, the petitioners c\t)ree to pay all costs in ex­
cess of such deposit or bond, anti the petitioners further 
agree that if they fail or neglect to complete said recon­
struction within a reasonable time, as determined by the 
City Engineer, the Cit_y is authorized to draw from the sum 
deposited, or on the bond, as is required to complete the 
reconstruction by City Maintenance personnel. 
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ORDINANCE No. 

(9) That in the event the petitioner fails to fully comply with 
the above conditions within 6 months after the effective date 
of this ordinance, said ordinance will then be subject to 
repeal by the Council. 

Section 2. 

a. Petitioner shall file with the Auditor a document, which has been 
approved by the City Attorney, accepting the terms and conditions 
hereof. 

b. The City Auditor shall, at the expense of the petitioner, file 
with the recorder, the assessor, the surveyor. of the county in 
which said property is located, a certified copy of this ordinance 
and the acceptance thereof, and any map, plat or other record 
which may be required by law.
