*Authorize an Intergovernmental Agreement with Portland State University in the amount of  $209,670 for the Commercial Recycling Project.   (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. Both the State of Oregon and the City of Portland have adopted aggressive waste reduction goals that rely on increasing recycling for all sectors, residential, multifamily and commercial. 

2. PSU will assist the City with work related to tenant improvements project. 

3. PSU will assist the City with the implementation of the organics diversion project with particular focus on business outreach and education.  

4. PSU will target all major (annually scheduled) permitted events at Waterfront Park, Pioneer Square and the park blocks to encourage waste prevention, reduction and recycling.

5. PSU will provide recycling waste reduction assistance to up to 150 businesses.

6. PSU will maintain City of Portland’s commercial recycling sticker inventory.

7. PSU will provide recycling and waste prevention assistance to multifamily managers, owners and haulers.  

8. PSU will report to the City by January 15, 2003, April 15, 2003, July 15, 2003, September 15, 2003, January 15, 2004, April 15, 2004, July 15, 2004 and Final Report by September 30, 2004 of the results of the work program.

9. The established cost is $209,670.   Funds in the current year are available in the Solid Waste Management Fund, FY 2001-2002 Budget, Office of Sustainable Development, Center Code, 155-20-035, Account No. 521000.   Funds are available for the remainder of the contract. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Affairs and Auditor are authorized to execute an agreement with Portland State University for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $209,670.


b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the Solid Waste Management Fund Budget when demand is presented and approved by the proper authority.

Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because Solid Waste & Recycling, the Office of Sustainable Development, is anxious to get the ordinance in effect.  PSU work plan is to begin September 16, 2002 and run through September 15, 2004.    Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
