Authorize an agreement with Data911 for automated mapping system programming services to be used with mobile data terminals for Portland Bureau of Fire, Rescue, and Emergency Services for $23,650 and provide for payment (Ordinance; waive Code Section 5.68)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. Portland Bureau of Fire, Rescue and Emergency Services (PF&R) currently uses an obsolete and ineffective hard copy system of mapping for obtaining initial fire scene information while enroute to an incident.

2. The current hardcopy system is a series Fire Map Atlas consisting of several 3-ring binder notebooks in the cab of each apparatus.

3. The Atlas system is obsolete and ineffective because pages become outdated, damaged, or lost.

4. The Atlas system is ineffective because each apparatus maintains a limited number of binders – and when an apparatus responds outside its normal fire management area it may not have the appropriate information.

5. PF&R currently has Mobile Data Terminals in each apparatus for receiving electronic data concerning each emergency response.

6. PF&R requires an automated mapping system for deployment within mobile units that operate in conjunction with existing Data911 hardware and software. This system displays maps, which look similar to existing fire map atlas pages with the added flexibility of being interactive.  This system responds automatically to dispatch information sent to the mobile data terminals in the responding apparatus.

7. This new system allows all responding apparatus to have the same, up-to-date fire map information in electronic format no matter which fire management area it may be responding in.

8. The dollar amount of the contract with Data911 is budgeted at $23,650, and will be paid out of PF&Rs FY 2002-03 budget.

9. Data911 is the sole source provider for this service because PF&R is using its proprietary Data911 hardware and software for mobile data terminals, and therefore PF&R wishes to waive the requirements of City Code 5.68 regarding the procedures to be followed in contracting for professional services over the established dollar limit in order to enter into an agreement with Data911, substantially in accordance with Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. That the provisions of City Code Chapter 5.68 are hereby waived, in order to authorize a contract between the City of Portland and Data911.

b. The Commissioner in Charge and the Auditor are hereby authorized to execute a contract for professional services with Data911 in the amount not to exceed $22,800 for programming services and not to exceed $850 for travel expenses, according to the terms and conditions as detailed in Exhibit A, attached hereto.

c. The Commissioner in Charge and the Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the appropriate Fire Bureau budget, when demand is presented and approved by proper authorities.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because it is important that emergency responders have the most current information available when responding to an incident; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
