ORDINANCE NO.  176899
* Authorize agreement with the Portland Development Commission for $2,627,930 to provide housing remediation and provide for payment  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds that:

1.
Ordinance No. 175537 authorized application for U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development funding available from the Office of Lead Hazard Control for the reduction and abatement of lead in the homes of low-income families.

2.
The City of Portland was awarded a thirty month, $3 million dollar grant from the U.S. Department of Housing and Community Development for the control of lead based paint hazards in low and moderate-income housing. 

3. The Portland Development Commission is capable and willing to perform lead interim control and abatement work in low and moderate-income homes as part of the Portland Lead Hazard Control Program, both independently and in association with currently existing programs in the Neighborhood Housing Preservation (NHP) and Housing Development and Finance (HDF) sections of the Housing Department.

4.
An agreement should be entered into with the Portland Development Commission for $2,627,930 for lead based paint control work in low and moderate-income housing. 

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs that:

a. The Commissioner of Public Works is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the Portland Development Commission to provide $2,627,930 for housing remediation work done on behalf of the Portland Lead Hazard Control Program

b. The Mayor and City Auditor are hereby authorized to pay for said contract from the general fund.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the program funds must be obligated within required timeframes; therefore this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
