ORDINANCE No.  176905
*Issue a stormwater detention permit to City of Gresham to allow the installation of public storm drains and related equipment within a portion of Springwater Corridor.  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:  

Section 1.  The Council finds:


1.  The City of Gresham has requested that the City of Portland grant approval for installation of new public stormwater facilities proposed for installation in Springwater Corridor.  Mr. Wallace Scherler, developer of "Stapleton Woods", a proposed new Gresham subdivision, wishes to construct public storm drains and related equipment, including a control release structure within a certain portion of the Corridor.   Mr. Scherler's proposed development is just east of SE Regner Road on SE Roberts Street; it has 13 lots with 11 new houses.   Given the topography of the area, which is steep at the back, his engineers have determined that the most appropriate place for installation of two of the several required new storm drains is within the City of Portland's land.  Two City-owned parcels are affected; they have legal descriptions of 1S, 3E, Section 15AB, TL 7200 and 1S, 3E, Section 15AC TL 4900, Multnomah County, State of Oregon.

2.  The area of the Springwater Corridor affected is wetland and great care has been taken to assure Portland Parks and Recreation as well as City of Gresham that the actual impact of storm water runoff to the wetland is manageable and presents no danger to the public or to the City's wetland property.  A state of the art filtration system is part of the proposed control release structure.  After construction, all restoration will be to the complete satisfaction of Gresham Parks and Recreation and Portland Parks and Recreation.  

3.  Through its land use review process, the City of Gresham Community Development Department has approved the location of the drains and also required and approved the installation of a control release structure to manage the stormwater flow into both the owner's adjacent wetland property and the Springwater Corridor. The City of Gresham is the City of Portland's partner in the development, operation and maintenance of Springwater Corridor.  Gresham will maintain the new facilities; City of Portland will incur no cost.

4.  The Director of Portland Parks and Recreation recommends that a permit be issued to City of Gresham for authority to construct public storm drains and related equipment in a certain portion of Springwater Corridor.  

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.  The Commissioner-in-Charge of Parks and Recreation is authorized to execute a Stormwater Detention Permit, granting the authority for the construction of public storm drains and related equipment within a certain portion of Springwater Corridor to City of Gresham.  

b.  The Auditor is directed to record the fully executed Stormwater Detention Permit in the deed records of Multnomah County.  

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because of the need to avoid delay in commencement of construction of the stormwater facilities; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
