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Endangered Species Act Strategy and Technical Support Services

This statement of work describes the tasks to be conducted by CH2M HILL to assist the City of Portland Endangered Species Act (ESA) Program in developing an ESA response strategy and conducting technical analyses related to the conservation and recovery of ESA-listed species and their habitats in watersheds and watercourses in the urban area.  This statement of work covers tasks and possible work elements anticipated during the period September 2002 through June 2004.  Work elements, deliverables, and estimated schedule included in this statement of work are described below.  

In performing these work elements, CH2M HILL will provide expert strategy and technical services in support of the ESA Program’s goals and work objectives.  CH2M HILL provides uniquely-qualified and specialized skills to assist the ESA Program on these work elements.  Key CH2M HILL personnel assigned to this work have been working closely with the City’s ESA Program and other bureaus and departments on ESA matters since June 1998.  For example, these CH2M HILL personnel served in key roles in preparing the Assessment of City of Portland Activities for Potential to Affect Steelhead (1998), the City of Portland Stormwater Management Program Effects Evaluation (2000), and the Preliminary Draft City of Portland Framework for Integrated Management of Watershed and River Health (2002).  These CH2M HILL personnel are also currently serving in important advisory roles to the ESA Program on ESA strategy and technical matters, as well as other important related City programs and teams such as the Water Bureau’s Bull Run ESA/CWA program, the City’s Portland Harbor NRDA/CERCLA technical team, and the BES watershed management team.  In addition, CH2M HILL has extensive experience related to ESA compliance approaches, technical requirements, and documentation, including with other municipalities in the region.  This additional experience will provide important insights that the City can use to select approaches, solutions, and actions that will help best meet ESA Program goals and objectives. 

Work Elements: CH2M HILL will assist the ESA Program to complete and implement the Framework for Integrated Management of Watershed and River Health, and provide other technical support services as requested to the ESA Program team. Work elements to be performed by CH2M HILL under this statement of work may include the following (depending on specific work requests by the ESA Program Manager):

· Assist in writing and editing of draft and final versions of the Framework
· Assist in writing and editing of a short summary (“reader’s digest”) version of the Framework
· Assist in integrated pilot testing of analytical tools referenced in the Framework
· Assist in development and pilot testing the approach to multi-objective decision making referenced in the Framework
· Assist in presentation of, and responses to, comments on the Framework (internal, stakeholder and public)

· Assist in evaluation of various ESA compliance approaches

· Assist in determining the appropriate coordination and integration of ESA Program objectives and technical needs with other relevant regulatory requirements such as NRDA/CERCLA and the Clean Water Act

· Assist in setting specific biological and environmental objectives in City watersheds for species conservation and recovery
· Assist in the design and implementation of technical studies and analyses conducted by the City ESA Program

· Assist in obtaining and reviewing pertinent research literature on the science of salmonid presence, use, and recovery in urban and urbanizing areas

· Assist the planning and completion of watershed assessments that will be used to identify existing conditions as they affect watershed ecosystem health, particularly as related to ESA-listed species and their habitats

· Prepare for and participate in ESA Program meetings on these work elements
Deliverables:  Deliverables associated with the above work elements may include the following (depending on specific task work requests by the ESA Program Manager): 

· Draft and final working versions of Framework (the final version will be produced and distributed by the City)

· Draft and final working versions of a short summary version of the Framework (the final version will be produced and distributed by the City)

· Technical memorandum as needed on results of development and pilot testing of analytical and decision-making tools referenced in the Framework
· Technical memoranda as needed on various ESA compliance approaches and their applicability to various City programs and activities.

· Technical memoranda as needed on integration of ESA Program objectives and technical needs with other relevant regulatory requirements such as NRDA/CERCLA and the Clean Water Act.

· Comments and suggestions if requested on technical studies and analyses conducted by the City ESA Program

· Summary reviews and copies if requested of pertinent research literature on the science of salmonid presence, use, and recovery in urban and urbanizing areas

· Miscellaneous materials, such as handouts or agendas, for ESA Program meetings on these work elements.

Schedule and Budget: Work on this task will be conducted and completed during the period September 2002 through June 2004.  Specific deliverables will be provided on mutually-agreeable dates during this period based on requests to be made by the City for specific work and deliverables.  Specific costs for this task will depend on specific assignments of work task elements to be performed by CH2M HILL as requested by the City.  Total costs on this task will not exceed $150,000 without additional written authorization by the City.
