ORDINANCE No.  176919
* Accept grants in the amounts of $500,000 and $525,000 from the National Park Service, Urban Park and Recreation Recovery Program for renovations to the University Park Community Center. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1. University Park Community Center was built by the Federal Housing Administration (FHA) in 1942 to providing housing and services for wartime ship workers.  It was intended to be a temporary facility with a life of only 5 to 10 years.

2. The City of Portland acquired University Park Community Center in 1953.  Although it was in dire disrepair it was programmed as a recreational community center.

3. In 1997 Portland Parks & Recreation commissioned a facilities report of UPCC to assess existing building conditions.  This report confirmed the severity of the structural, mechanical and electrical conditions of the center and caused the City to consider closure and demolition.  However, an overwhelming neighborhood outcry caused the city to seek funds and devise a plan to keep the center open to the neighborhood.

4. In 1999, the City of Portland committed $800,000 from CIP funds to renovate 7,000 square feet of the building’s north wing (Phase 1 and Phase 2a). 

5. A $500,000 grant from the National Park Service, Urban Park and Recreation Recovery (UPARR) program in 2001 allowed the renovation of the south wing of the center (Phase 2b) to proceed, with the required $215,000 local match funded by the Parks Construction Fund ($214,000) and a grant from PACE Credit Union ($1,000).  Due to staff oversight, the 2001 UPARR grant was never formally accepted by the City Council, so that formal acceptance should occur now.

6. In addition, the National Park Service has notified Portland Parks & Recreation that UPCC has been selected to receive a second UPARR grant in the sum of $525,000.  Accepting this UPARR grant will allow PP&R to renovate the old gymnasium (Phase 2c).  The local match of $225,000 will be met by $224,000 currently included in the General Fund capital set-aside and scheduled for fiscal year 2003-04, with another $1,000 provided by the Portland Parks Foundation.

7. Together, the improvements made possible by these two grants will address unsafe, unsanitary and non-accessible conditions that have limited the public’s use and enjoyment of the community center.

8. The Director of Parks estimates that the ongoing operating and maintenance (O&M) cost associated with these building improvements will be $51,800 per year.  This O&M cost is not now included in the Parks ongoing budget, but there is sufficient ongoing funding capacity within the General Fund O&M set-aside beginning in FY 2003-04.

Now, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is authorized to accept UPARR grants from the National Park Service in the amounts of $500,000 and $525,000 for renovations to the University Park Community Center.

b. The FY 02-03 budget is amended as follows:

c.  In accepting responsibility for these building improvements, the Council acknowledges the need to fund the ongoing O&M cost estimated at $51,800 per year, and direct the Bureau of Financial Planning to transfer this ongoing funding allocation from the General Fund O&M set-aside to the Parks & Recreation ongoing budget beginning in FY 2003-04.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay would impact the construction schedule; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
