ORDINANCE No.  176927
Authorize an increase in the petty cash funds for the Office of the City Auditor to $400.  (Ordinance;  amend Ordinance No. 154207)

The City of Portland ordains:

1.
Ordinance No. 154207 passed by Council on January 26, 1983, established a petty cash account of $200 in the Office of the City Auditor.

2.
The Auditor's Office petty cash account has stayed at $200 for the past 19 years, while the cost of doing business has increased dramatically. 

3.
Increasing the account to $400 would better meet the business needs of the Auditor's Office and increase efficiency in accounting practices.

NOW THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
Ordinance No. 154207 is hereby amended by increasing the petty cash account for the Office of the City Auditor to $400.

b.
The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver a warrant in the amount of $200 payable to the Office of the City Auditor, chargeable to the Auditor's Office, Center Code 33610100.
