* Accept an $80,000 grant from the Oregon Department of Justice, Crime Victims’ Assistance Section, Victims of Crime Act Project. (Ordinance) 

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1.
The Oregon Department of Justice, Criminal Justice Division, receives Oregon’s Victims of Crime Act (VOCA) federal funds and makes awards to victim programs. The funds are derived from the criminal assessments and fines against offenders in federal court.

2. For Federal Fiscal year 2002 the City of Portland Police Bureau has been awarded funding for a volunteer coordinator, travel, training, supplies, equipment and emergency services for the Crisis Response Team staff, volunteers and victims. This grant continues funding that began in 1999.

3. The Oregon Department of Justice, Criminal Justice Division will reimburse the Portland Police Bureau a maximum $80,000 for expenses incurred to provide services to victims of crime. The grant period is 10/01/02 to 9/30/03.

4. The grant requires matching funds of $20,000. The match is available in the FY02-03 Crisis Response Team budget and in-kind match is allowed.

 NOW, therefore, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor to accept a grant award from the Oregon Department of Justice, Crime Victims’ Assistance Section, Victims of Crime Act Project.
b. An increase in appropriation for FY 02-03 and transfer of funds for the grant is authorized as follows:
