*Accept an intergovernmental agreement for $70,000 from Metro to develop and implement a commercial recycling pilot program and a Green Tenant Improvement certification program. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland has adopted aggressive recycling goals that rely on increasing recycling in the commercial sector.

2. While many businesses are enthusiastically recycling, some areas of the city have businesses that are not fully taking advantage of recycling opportunities.

3. Commercial construction and demolition (C&D) debris make up a significant portion of the commercial waste stream and the majority of the construction in Portland is concentrated in tenant improvements to existing buildings.

4. The Office of Sustainable Development has recently produced a G/Rated Tenant Improvement Guide to assist tenants in greening commercial remodels.

5. Metro has targeted commercial and C&D wastes as primary materials for recovery if the region is to reach its waste reduction and recycling goals.  They have set aside a fund of $180,000 to support local governments’ work to reduce waste in these sectors in 2002-2003. 

6. The City Solid Waste and Recycling Division has successfully competed for $70,000 of these funds to be used for two projects.  These are: a pilot project to encourage commercial recycling and waste reduction in the inner north and northeast neighborhoods; and a project to develop a Green Tenant Improvement certification and training program.

7. Metro has committed $70,000 for this project. The City is not required to commit any additional funds not already in its budget for the projects. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:

a. The Commissioner of Public Affairs and the Auditor are authorized to execute an intergovernmental agreement for the purpose described in Section 1, in the amount of $70,000. 


b. The FY 2002-2003 Budget is hereby amended as follows:
