Authorize a contract and Water Efficiency Program Agreement with Portland General Electric’s Energy Services Group for $61,000 to promote the installation of ultra low-flow water closets at multifamily rental property  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1. The Council finds:

1. The City of Portland Sustainable City Principles (adopted November 1994) direct City elected officials and staff to “use resources efficiently and reduce demand for natural resources, like …water. . .” and “act locally to reduce adverse global impacts of rapid growth … and consumption . . . and support and implement innovative programs that maintain and promote Portland’s leadership as a sustainable city.”

2. Water Closets (toilets) are the largest single source of indoor water consumption, accounting for 27% of the typical household use.  Toilet replacement is a proven water conservation strategy that results in water supply and wastewater benefits for municipal water systems and bill savings benefits to the customer.

3. New construction and replacement require the installation of 1.6-gallon toilets, but there is no requirement to retrofit existing operable toilets.  Most Portland area housing constructed before 1992 have toilets that consume either 3.5 or 5 gallons per flush. 

4. Ultra low flow toilets significantly reduce water use. Water savings resulting from the installation of ultra low-flow toilets in a typical apartment range from 7,000 to 13,000 gallons per year, lowering annual combined water and sewer bills by $59 to $106 for each toilet replaced.

5. The Portland Water Bureau is committed to water conservation for their residential and commercial customers and consistently encourages customers to install ultra low-flow toilets as a water saving and bill reduction strategy.

6. The Portland Water Bureau is currently offering affordable housing agencies and private owners a $45 rebate for installing high performance low flow toilets in Portland properties serving low-income households.  Up to 1,000 apartments will be served through May 30, 2003.  The Office of Sustainable Development (OSD) has an interagency agreement with the Water Bureau to advertise and facilitate participation in the Low-Income Toilet Rebate Program pilot.

7. OSD’s Multifamily Assistance Program (MAP) provides technical and financial assistance to the multifamily apartment industry with personalized services in energy efficiency, recycling and waste reduction, green building and water conservation resources.  MAP presently represents the Oregon Office of Energy, the Climate Trust and OSD’s Solid Waste and Recycling Division.

8. The Energy Services Group, an unregulated subsidiary of PGE, has developed the Toilet Replacement Program, offering the sale and installation of high-performance, ultra low-flow toilets for multifamily housing throughout the lower Willamette Valley.

9. Recognizing that OSD and the Energy Services Group share mutual interests in encouraging the rental housing industry to adopt resource efficient and sustainable management practices, OSD has been invited to be the prime sponsor of the Toilet Replacement Program in the Portland metropolitan area through a Water Efficiency Program Agreement.

10. The Energy Services Group has requested that the Multifamily Assistance Program provide services to the Toilet Replacement Program, including the development of a marketing plan and outreach materials, promoting the program to investors and acquiring signed contracts for the installation of 5,000 ultra low flow toilets through a Professional Services Agreement for $61,000.

11. To further the City’s goal to reduce the generation of solid waste, OSD will design into Program provision for recycling of the replaced toilets.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is authorized to execute a Personal Services Contract and Water Efficiency Program Agreement with Portland General Electric’s Energy Services Group for the provision of services by OSD and payment by PGE to the City in the amount of $61,000.

b. The Director of the Office of Sustainable Development is authorized to extend the Personal Services Contract and Water Efficiency Program Agreement for up to three years and negotiate amendments thereto for corresponding compensation to the City.

c. The FY 2002-2003 Budget is hereby amended as follows:
