The WRP Shall:

2. Provide all necessary labor, planting, seeding, and erosion control materials, and other miscellaneous work incidental to completion of the project, unless otherwise specified in this agreement.

3. Perform treatments specific to this agreement for installation, maintenance, and monitoring of project site(s) as and listed in the table below:

WRP reserves the right to adjust the type and timing of treatments within the project budget to optimize project success.
4. Apply for and obtain all required permits for the project site(s).
5. Be responsible for all activities of contracted work crews on the site and shall not hold the landowner or other project sponsor liable for accidents to or caused by the contracted work crew.
6. Designate a WRP Project Manager for this project.  The Project Manager is Andi Curtis, 503-823-2024.

The Project Sponsor Shall:

1. Allow and provide access for representatives of the WRP to enter upon the premises of the Project site(s) for the purposes of installing, maintaining, and monitoring the Project.  Access shall accommodate all site preparation, installation and maintenance activities.  BES workers or agents shall carry credentials identifying them as BES workers or agents when they are present at the Project site(s).  BES activities at the site will be limited to normal working hours, 7 AM to 5:30 PM Monday through Friday, unless otherwise agreed upon between WRP Project Manager and the Project Sponsor.

2. Acknowledge that this project is funded in part with public funds and that this project may not be altered or removed.  

3. Acknowledge that the project schedule above is contingent on the Project Sponsor signing and returning this agreement to WRP by September 20, 2002.  Agreements received on or after September 20, 2002 may result in delaying installation of plants and other tasks .

4. Submit payment to the WRP for payment of their share of the Project cost within 30 days of receipt of invoice from the WRP.  (Not Applicable)

5. Acknowledge that WRP restoration projects are maintained for plant survival, not aesthetics, and project site may appear “natural and weedy.”  WRP will not respond to requests for weeding, mulching, mowing, etc. unless plants are at risk. 
6. Agree to notify WRP upon sale of the project property.

DISCLAIMER

BES shall not be responsible for costs associated with replacing native planting projects within or beyond the five-year project scope in the event of natural catastrophes including but not limited to severe flooding, fire, drought, and earthquake.  WRP’s share of project funds may come from City of Portland funds, grants, and other public agencies.  Work schedule may be modified or project may be cancelled by WRP in the event that these funds become unavailable for any reason.  Work schedule may also be modified by WRP in order to establish reaches or larger ecological units to be treated simultaneously.

MODIFICATION

The terms of this agreement may be modified by the mutual written consent of both parties.

TERM OF CONTRACT

This contract shall terminate on June 30, 2003.  The contract may also be terminated at any time by mutual written consent of both parties upon ten (10) days written notice.
