ORDINANCE No.  176936
*Authorize a contract with Ball Janik, LLP for legal services related to the City spectator facilities  (Ordinance; waive Code Section 5.68)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  
The Council finds:

1. The City requires ongoing professional legal advice and counsel related to the City’s spectator facilities, including PGE Park and the Rose Quarter and their respective development and operating agreements, as well as new business opportunities and operational issues.

2. Ball Janik’s prior involvement and resulting familiarity with the City’s spectator facilities, issues and operating agreements makes the firm uniquely qualified to represent the City and to be immediately effective.  

3. The City Code authorizes the City Attorney to select law firms based on qualifications, and they concur that it is prudent and in the best interests of the City to contract with Ball Janik, LLP.

4.
Funding for the contract is available within the FY 2002-03 Spectator Facilities  Fund Budget.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to enter into a contract with Ball Janik, LLP, attached hereto as Exhibit A.

b. Chapter 5.68 of the City Code is hereby waived.

c. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants in an amount not to exceed $58,500. 

Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists in order that legal services may proceed without delay; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
