ORDINANCE No.  176937
*Extend Legal Services Agreement with Brown, Reavis & Manning, LLP for outside counsel  (Ordinance; amend Contract No. 31627)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.   The Council finds:

1.
Due to a need for specific legal expertise, the City required the services of outside legal counsel to provide advice on legal issues pertaining to well field protection and clean up.

2. The law firm of Marten Brown, Inc, (Counsel) agreed to provide these services by Legal Services Agreement No. 31627, dated February 26, 1998, which was amended by Ordinance Nos. 172212 and 173395.

3. The law firm of Marten Brown, Inc had a reorganization and change of name.  This firm is now known as Brown, Reavis & Manning, LLP.  All other identification, including tax id number, remains the same. 

4.
The well field litigation is well underway and has begun to consume significant time and resources.  Due to the complexity of the issues and the size of the case, expenditures for outside counsel will exceed that previously authorized by Council. It is now necessary to extend the legal services agreement in the amount of $40,000 in order to authorize and continue payment.

5.
In order to complete work on this matter, the termination date of this contract needs to be amended to December 2, 2004.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
The City of Portland recognizes the name change of the firm previously called Marten Brown Inc. to Brown, Reavis & Manning, LLP.

b.
The City Attorney is authorized to extend Legal Service Agreement No. 31627, dated February 26, 1998 to provide for representation by outside counsel in an additional amount of $40,000, for a total amount not to exceed $213,000.

c.
The date of this contract is extended to December 2, 2004

d.
If applicable, the provisions of City Code Chapter 5.68 are waived.

e.
The Mayor and Auditor are authorized to draw and deliver warrants in payment of legal services provided under this Legal Services Agreement chargeable to Center Code 18089961/ Project #3457/Account No. 521000.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists in order to pay for legal services necessary in the matter of well field protection, therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
