ORDINANCE NO.  176941

*Authorize grant application to the Bureau of Justice Assistance for the Crime Prevention program in the amount of $250,000 for gun violence prevention, community outreach, and education (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
The City of Portland Crime Prevention Program, in conjunction with the Portland Police, promotes and encourages the public safety among all people and provides support for community efforts to reduce violence and associated crime.

2.
The Bureau of Justice Assistance supports innovative programs that strengthen the criminal justice system and provides grants to municipal agencies to prevent crime, violence and drug abuse..

3.
Funding from the National Institute of Justice is available in the amount of $250,000.00 over 24 months to assist the administration of a prevention, outreach and education project for reducing gun violence in the City of Portland.  

4. The gun violence project will support current gun violence and community policing activities and aid in increasing awareness of gun violence and prevention strategies. 

5.  This Bureau of Justice Grant does not require matching funds.  
NOW, THEREFORE, The Council directs:

a.
The Mayor is hereby authorized to make application to the Bureau of Justice Assistance for a grant in the amount of $250,000.00.

b.
The Mayor is authorized to provide such information and assurances as are required for the grant period.

Section 2.

The Council declares that an emergency exists since the application must be postmarked no later than October 4, 2002, therefore this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
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
