*Contract with Central Northeast Neighbors for $749,465 for bulky waste collection events and provide for payment through June 30, 2005  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. In December 1991, Portland’s City Council set aggressive waste reduction and recycling goals, which included recycling 60 percent of all solid waste generated by 1997. The bulky waste collection events will help meet these goals as well as aid in Portland’s nuisance and illegal dumping problems. The objective of the bulky waste collection is to collect reusable appliances, recycle metals and tires and dispose of unusable furniture and other bulky waste items from targeted neighborhoods and properly recycle, reuse and dispose of materials.


2. Through the RPF bidding process, Central Northeast Neighbors (CNN) has the financial, technical and coordination expertise to contract for the coordination of citywide bulky waste collection events.  CNN will work with all of the neighborhood associations, neighborhood coalition offices and field offices of the Office of Neighborhood Involvement and other agencies and the public/private sectors to target 105,000 single-family and multifamily residences to collect bulky waste over a three-year period. 


2. CNN will seek reimbursement for their actual costs under this contract on a monthly invoice including such line items as personnel, mailing, postage, hauling, equipment and other costs associated with the bulky waste contract.


3. OSD’s Solid Waste & Recycling Division and CNN will seek cooperation of the neighborhood associations, neighborhood coalition offices and ONI headquarters and field offices as well as the Police Bureau, Office of Planning & Development Review, Nuisance Division and the Multnomah County District Attorneys Office through written communications.


4. The established cost is $749,465 for the period of July 1, 2002 through June 30, 2005.  The established cost per year is $249,822. Funds in the current year are available in the Solid Waste Management Fund, FY 2002-2003 Budget, Office of Sustainable Development, Center Code 155-10-033 and 155-20-033.   

NOW, THEREFORE, the council directs:


a.
The Commissioner of Public Affairs and Auditor are authorized to execute a contract with Central Northeast Neighbors for the purpose described in Exhibit A of the contract in the amount of $749,465.

b. The Commissioner-in-charge and the Auditor are authorized to draw and deliver warrants in accordance with the contracts shown in Exhibit A.


Section 2. 
The Council declares that an emergency exists because Central Northeast Neighbors intends to hold the first bulky waste cleanup in October. Therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
