Apply for a $95,000 grant from the Federal Emergency Management Agency for Portland Fire & Rescue. (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
In August 2002, the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) announced a $10 million grant under the Assistance to Firefighters Fire Prevention and Fire Safety Program.  Organizations that are recognized for their experience and expertise in fire prevention or safety programs are eligible to apply for the grant.

2. FEMA requires that cities with a population of over 50,000 match the grant funds at a level of 30%.  The match could be salary expense for staff working on the grant project or any in-kind contributions.  

3. Portland Fire & Rescue (PF&R) has developed a grant proposal for a Fire Safety Online Learning Center project.  The center will be an interactive Internet website, which serves as a low-cost turnkey solution to engage and educate a large number of children about fire and safety.  A private vendor will be selected to design and produce the website with the assistance of PF&R’s Fire Prevention Division.

4. The total budget of the grant project is estimated at $136,021, of which $95,000 is funded by grant and used to pay for the website development, and $41,021 is estimated local match.  The match includes $36,021 staff salaries and related materials and supplies.  This is already budgeted in the existing FY 2002-03 appropriation.  The match also includes a $5,000 cash transfer from the Jeff Morris Fire Safety Museum.  The Museum has been raising money to supplement the funding of PF&R’s Fire Safety Learning Center. 

5. The City of Portland Grants and Contracts Office is aware of and assisting with this grant application.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor is authorized to apply to the Federal Emergency Management Agency for a grant of $95,000 from the Assistance to Firefighters Fire Prevention Grant Program.
Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists because the application for this grant must filed with FEMA by September 23, 2002; therefore, this ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
