Additionally, IF YOU ARE CONVICTED of any of the above-listed offenses committed within the Prostitution-Free Zone, you are thereby excluded for an additional one (1) year beginning at 12:01 a.m. on the calendar day following the date of conviction.

IF YOU ENTER OR REMAIN IN THE ABOVE-LISTED PROSTITUTION-FREE ZONE DURING EITHER EXCLUSION PERIOD IN VIOLATION OF THE TERMS OF A VARIANCE, YOU MAY BE ARRESTED AND PROSECUTED FOR VIOLATION OF PORTLAND CITY CODE 14B.30.060.D.


It is a defense to prosecution under P.C.C. 14B.30.060.D that you were traveling directly to or from a court- or corrections-imposed obligation, attorney meeting, scheduled initial interview with a social service provider, contact with criminal justice personnel at a criminal justice facility, an administrative or judicial hearing regarding an appeal of this exclusion, or traveling through the Prostitution-Free Zone on a Tri-Met vehicle or on the I-5, I-84, or I-405 freeway.  Please see the definition of ‘travel’, below.
VARIANCE: A variance allows you to lawfully enter the Prostitution-Free Zone for a specified purpose.  You must carry your variance with you at all times you are traveling within the Prostitution-Free Zone.  You must present it to any police officer upon request.
