ORDINANCE NO.  176954
*Authorize a Contract with Landmark Ford and provide for payment to furnish replacement vehicles (Ordinance).

The City of Portland ordains:

SECTION 1.  The Council finds:

1. The Bureau of General Services has reviewed the standard replacement schedule and conditions of Police patrol vehicles, and determined 57 need replacement.

2. The Purchasing Agent has issued an Invitation for Bids and received proposals from five sources to provide the replacement vehicles needed.

3. After reviewing the proposals the Purchasing Agent has selected Landmark Ford as the lowest responsible bidder.

4. The lowest responsible bid is approximately $1,189,652.00.

5. Funds for this purchase are approved in the 2002-03 budget of the Vehicle Services Operating Fund.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Purchasing Agent to issue the purchase order in lieu of a contract to buy replacement patrol vehicles with the most favorable bidder.

b. The Mayor and Auditor are hereby authorized to draw and deliver warrants chargeable to the 2002-03 Vehicle Services Operating Fund, IBIS Center Code 56270401/564100.

Section 2.  The council declares that an emergency exists because of a delay in proceeding with the purchase may result in additional expense, and will unnecessarily deprive the City of the use of these vehicles at an early date; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
