ORDINANCE NO.  176956
*Amend Code to adopt, by reference, new State of Oregon Specialty Codes for Electrical and Mechanical Regulations (Ordinance; amend Code Chapters 26.01 and 27.01)

The City of Portland ordains:

Section 1.  The Council finds:

1.
The Building Code Division of the Oregon Department of Consumer and Business Services has adopted new editions of the Electrical Specialty Code and the Mechanical Specialty Code.

2.
By statute, the city is required to administer and enforce these codes.

3.
The new additions are effective for new permit applications commencing on October 1, 2002.

4.
ORS 455.040 requires that the State Building Code, of which the Electrical Specialty Code and Mechanical Specialty Code are parts, be uniform throughout the State of Oregon.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a.
Amend Section 26.01.030, Code Adoption, of Title 26, Electrical Regulations, as follows:

26.01.030 
Code Adoption

The provisions of the State of Oregon Electrical Specialty Code, [2000] 2002 Edition, as published by the National Fire Protection Association and known as the National Electrical Code (NEC) [1999] 2002 Edition and amended by the Building Codes Division of the Oregon Department of Consumer and Business Services, including the appendices and Electrical Standards adopted by the State of Oregon are hereby adopted by reference as a part of this Title.

The provisions of the State of Oregon Dwelling Specialty Code, 2000 Edition, as published by the International Code Council as the International One- and Two-Family  Dwelling Code, 1998 Edition and amended by the Building Codes Division of the Oregon Department of Consumer and Business Services is hereby adopted by reference as a part of this Title.

These codes and standards are on file in the Development Services Center of the City of Portland.  This title shall prevail except where specifically prohibited by the Oregon Revised Statutes and Oregon Administrative Rules.

b. 
Amend Subsection A or Section 27.01.030, Scope, of Title 27, Heating and Ventilating Regulations, as follows:

A.
Mechanical Specialty Code.  The provisions of the State of Oregon Mechanical Specialty Code, [1999] 2002 Edition, as published by the International Code Council as the International Mechanical Code, [1998] 2000 Edition, and amended by the Building Codes Division of the Oregon Department of Consumer and Business Services, is hereby adopted by reference.  The Mechanical Specialty Code in on file in the Development Services Center of the City of Portland.

Unless specifically provided for in other chapters of this Code, where requirements of this Title do not provide for or are not fully detailed with regard to processes, methods, specifications, equipment testing and maintenance standards of design performance and installation, and other pertinent criteria, applicable standards and recommendations of the National Fire Protection Association (hereinafter referred to as N.F.P.A.) as set forth in its National Fire Codes, current edition shall apply.

In the following Chapters references may have been made to equipment not governed by this Code, in which case other Code or Codes shall apply.

Section 2.  The Council declares that an emergency exists inasmuch as the State of Oregon codes are effective in Oregon; therefore, this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by Council.
