ORDINANCE No.       176960                                            
*Accept a grant for $100,000 from Oregon Department of Transportation to create effective transportation safety projects/programs with particular emphasis on youth education and summer programs in an effort to decrease traffic related injuries and fatalities  (Ordinance)

The City of Portland ordains:





Section 1.
The Council finds:

1. The vision for the Portland Office of Transportation calls for a balanced, multi-modal transportation system where residents will have a broad range of safe and convenient transportation options and will frequently walk, bicycle, carpool or ride public transit as their first choice of transportation. 
2. The mission of the Office of Transportation is to be a community partner in shaping a livable city by planning, building, managing and maintaining an effective and safe transportation system that provides access and mobility.
3. Statewide between 1991 and 1999, speeding and disregarding traffic control devices was involved in 2,704 deaths. Nationally, over half of traffic fatalities occur on the local road network.

4. Traffic safety concerns significantly reduce the number of children who walk or bicycle to school, thereby increasing their inactivity and decreasing their health and fitness. 30 years ago, 66 percent of children walked or bicycled to school. Today, only 10 percent walk or bicycle to school. 
5. A community-based education, enforcement, and engineering effort will be developed to minimize traffic safety concerns and support safe, healthy, and efficient transportation choices. 
6. The Office of Transportation has been working with multiple City bureaus and outside agencies to create effective transportation safety programs.  Traffic Safety, Alternative Mode and Education stakeholders and community minded transportation advocates will comprise the majority of a coalition and/or commission and appropriate subcommittee’s to identify problems, prioritize safety areas, and plan and implement education, encouragement engineering, and enforcement strategies. 
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7. Transportation based death and injury data will be gathered through multiple data sources, safety action audit, and a statistically valid survey will be conducted to compile a comprehensive look at traffic safety in Portland. Targeted “safety” areas and programs will be identified based on compiled and analyzed data.

8. Emphasis on youth education and summer activities includes implementation of “Traffic Safety Days,” hand-on traffic safety education, development of multi-modal driver’s education in Portland schools, and web based outreach.

9. This ordinance accepts $100,000 from ODOT NHTSA Safe Communities funding beginning October 1, 2002 through October 30, 2003.

10. Grant requires a 25 percent soft match of $34,000 that will be provided in the form of materials and services, and a portion of employee benefits in the FY 2002 – FY 2003 budget of the Office of Transportation.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The Mayor and the Auditor are hereby authorized to sign the agreement with the Oregon Dept. of Transportation (ODOT) for $134,000.



Section 2.
The Council declares that an emergency exists because delay in executing this agreement will delay the benefits of the contracted services; therefore, this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage by the Council.
