ORDINANCE No. 1H2927

An Ordinance to provide for continuation of progress payments to Fred J.
Early, Jr., Company, Inc., contract #17962, for construction of the
Columbia Boulevard Wastewater Treatment Plant Anerobic Digesters,
subject to certain terms and conditions, providing for acceptance
and declaring an emergency.

The City of Portland ordains:
Section 1. The Council finds:

1. Contract #17962 between the City of Portland and Fred J. Early,
Jr., Company, Inc., hereinafter referred to as Contractor, for con-
struction of the Columbia Boulevard Wastewater Treatment Plant, as

presently extended establishes November 29, 1981 as the contract
completion date.

2. Additional time will be required to complete the project and the
Contractor has requested continuation of monthly progress payments
until the project's completion.

3. City Engineer, with approval of Commissioner in Charge recommends
and requests discretionary authority to continue progress payments
subject to certain terms and conditions.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council directs:

a. The City Engineer is hereby authorized to continue making progress
payments to the Contractor subsequent to November 29, 1981, said
date being the present established date, as extended by time ex-
tensions heretofore granted, subject to the following conditions:
