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ORDINANCE NO.

The City of Portland ordains: 

Section 1. The Council finds: 

1. 'I'hat the City of Portland and Multnomah County have 
established the Metropolitan Arts Conmission in order 
to prarote and encourage public programs to further the 
develop-rent and public awareness of, and interest in, 
literary, performing and visual arts. 

2. That NOR'IHWEST AR'l1ISTS WORKSHOP presents itself to the 
City as an organization which has the experience and 
expertise to sponsor Bruce Smith to attend an African 
dance festival and an African drum workshop and present 
a high quality perfonnance in the African-American corrmunity 
and Exhibit "A' 1 is an appropriate fonn of agreement for 
said purpose. 

3. That 'IHE URBAN LE!>DUE OF PORTLAND, INC. presents its elf to 
the City as an organization which has the experience and 
expertise to sponsor quality appearances by the Jazmin 
Corrrnunity Marching Band and Exhibit "B" is an appropriate 
fonn of agreement for said purpose.
