Questions & Answers

When Must | Register?

At any time, however you must be

a U.S. citizen, a resident of Oregon
for at least six months prior to the
election and at least 18 years old by
the day of the election. You must

be registered at least 30 days prior to
the primary and/or general election.
(See important dates for voters

on last page of this pamphlet.)

What if | meet the requirements a

few days before the election, but after
registration has closed?

Go ahead and register if you can
satisfy the age and residency require-
ments within the 30-day period

before the elections. However, you
cannot register before 60 days or after
30 days prior to the election.

Where do | register?

It depends on what you regard as your
permanent address. This question

is frequently asked by college
students. Your intent governs your
residency. If a student intends to
reside in his college community, he
may register in that county. If on the
other hand, he considers another
community his permanent residence,
he must register in that home county.

Voters may register with the county
clerk at the county courthouse. In all
counties, voters can also register
with local community registrars often
found at banks, schools, fire depart-
ments, and other locations. The
registration points in your county can
be obtained by calling the elections
department or county clerk in

your county.

Should | register as a member of
a political party?

It's up to you, however in Oregon
